OHS) requests authorization to enter into grant agreements in substantially similar form and format with
the municipalilies/counlies/collegcs listed for a tola! grant limitation not to exceed $2,901,400.00, to
provide funding for strategic enforcement effoiis, patrol enforcement equipment, and community
outreach to minimize the potential for crashes that result in injury, death, and property damage. Effective
upon Governor and Council approval, full contract execution, review and approval by the NM

Department of Justice, and grantee funding acceptance from October 1, 2025, through September 30,
2026. 100% Federal Funds.

Funds arc contingent upon availability and continued appropriations in Si'Y 2026.

EXPLANATION

The New Hampshire Office of Highway Safety (NH OHS) is responsible for developing and
implementing a statewide highway safety program to enhance safety on NH roads by minimizing the
potential for crashes that result in injury, death, and property damage. I'unds are provided to
miinicipalities/coimlies/collegcs across the State with the goal of lowering the risk of fatalities on New
Hampshire roadways.

The NH OHS conducts a comprehensive highway safety planning process utilizing crash analysis and
population data from local and county law enforcement agencies that apply for funding to support
overtime enforcement requests. The NH OHS conducts problem identification and analysis that
establishes data driven performance measures and targets used to develop and implement the most
effective and efficient highway safety plan. These measures arc then used to develop countermeasure
strategics and planned activities for the distribution ol federal funds. Enforcement efforts arc separated
into five highway safety categories of speed, impaired driving, distracted driving, pedestrian/bicycle, and
mobilizations. Community Outreach & Betterment (COB) grant funds have also been allocated to several
local law enforcement agencies to bring the highway safety message via an in-pcrson PowerPoint
presentation to New Hampshire drivers fostering positive law cnforcetnent/public interactions llirough
outreach to specific groups.
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The allachcd spreadsheet lists ail local law enforcement agencies who may potentially receive Highway
Safety Grants beginning October 1. 2025. thru September 30. 2026. The NH OHS has invited 207 law
enforcement departments to apply for l lighway Safety Grants. These allocated awards arc based on NH
OHS methodology which considers crashes, particularly those resulting in serious bodily injuries and
fatalities within a three-year period.

Additional grant funds in the amount of $999,400.00 have been allocated to award to local law
enforcement agencies who arc receiving patrol enforcement grants to request additional funding for patrol
enforcement, and or speed enforcement, Collision Analysis and Reconstruction (C.A.R.), and 12-Crash
equipment.

Law enforcement agency applications will continue to come in during the FFY26 grant period and.may
include agency requests for additional patrol and/or equipment funding. Due to the time required to fully
execute and accept funding at the county and municipal levels, combined with the liming of future
Governor and Executive Council meetings, the Department of Safety, New Hampshire Office of Highway
Safety (Ni-l OHS) requests authorization to enter into grant agreements and amend those grant agreements
accordingly using the grant agreement forms attached to this request. Governor and Executive Council
approval of this authorizing item will permit grant agreements to become effective after being fully
executed and accepted at the Attorney General level, without requiring further action by the Governor
and Executive Council. A rcport of lota! grant limitations and amendments will be submitted to Governor
and Executive Council at the end of the program year for informational purposes.

General Funds and/or Highway Funds will not be
requested to support this program.

6. COMPLIANCE BY SUBRECIPIENT WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS In connection with the performance of the^l^ect, the Subrecipient shall comply with all statutes,
laws regulations, and orders of federal, state, county, or municipal authorities which shall impose any obliyjlfDns o^duty upon the Subrecipient, including the

9.1, As used in this Agreement, the word 'ctfta" shall mean all^^mation and things developed or obtained during the performance of, or acquired or developed by
reason of, this Agreement, including, but nanwTwtg^^iiiajKtut^, reports, files, formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video recordings, pictorial
reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic representationypcrformed, who exercises any functions or responsibilities in the review or computer programs,
computer printouts, notes, letters, memoranda, pv/er.aK documents, all whether finished or unfinished.

9.2, Between the Effective Date and the Completion^te the Subrecipient shall grant to the State, or any person designated by It, unrestricted access to all data for
examination, duplication, publication, translation, sale, disposal, or for any other purpose whatsoever.

9.3, No data shall be subject to copyright in the United States or any other country by anyone other than the State,

9.4, On and after the Effective Date all data, and any property which has been received from the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this

Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be returned to the State upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement for any reason, whichever shall

first occur,

9.5, The State, and anyone it shall designate, shall have unrestricted authority to publish, disclose, distribute and otherwise use, in whole or in part, all data.

10, CONDITIONAL NATURE OR AGREEMENT Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, all obligations of the Stale hereunder. Including, without

limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upon the availability or continued appropriation of funds, and in no event shall the State be liable

for any payments hereunder in excess of such available or appropriated funds. In the event of a reduction or termination of those funds, the State shall have the right

to withhold payment until such funds become available, if ever, and shall have the right to terminate this Agreement immediately upon giving the Subrecipient notice

of such termination.

11, EVENT OF DEFAULT: REMEDIES

11,1, Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the Subrecipient shall constitute an event of default hereunder (hereinafter referred to as "Events of

Default"):

11.1.1 Failure to perform the Project satisfactorily or on schedule; or

11.1.2 Failure to submit any report required hereunder; or

11.1.3 Failure to maintain, or permit access to, the records required hereunder; or

11.1.4 Failure to perform any of the other covenants and conditions of this Agreement,



11.2. Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may take any one, or more, or all, of the following actions;

11.2.1 Give the Subrecipient a written notice specifying the Event of Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of a greater or lesser specification

of time, thirty (30) days from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely remedied, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days after giving

the Subrecipient notice of termination; and

11.2.2 Give the Subrecipient a written notice specifying the Event of Default and suspending all payments to be made under this Agreement and ordering that the

portion of the Grant Amount which would otherwise accrue to the Subrecipient during the period from the date of such notice until such time as the State

determines that the Subrecipient has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid to the Subrecipient; and

11.2.3 Set off against any other obligation the State may owe to the Subrecipient any damages the State suffers by reason of any Event of Default; and

11.2.4 Treat the agreement as breached and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity, or both.

12. TERMINATION

12.1. In the event of any early termination of this Agreement for any reason other than the completion of the Project, the Subrecipient shall deliver to the Grant

Officer, not later than fifteen (15) days after the date of termination, a report (hereinafter referred to as the "Termination Report") describing in detail all Project

Work performed, and the Grant Amount earned, to and including the date of termination.

12.2. In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall entitle

the Subrecipient to receive that portion of the Grant amount earned to and including the date of termination.

12.3. In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall in no event

relieve the Subrecipient from any and all liability for damages sustained or incurred by the State as a result of the Subrecipient's breach of its obligations hereunder.

12.4. Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, either the State or, except where notice default has been given to the Subrecipient hereunder, the

Subrecipient, may terminate this Agreement without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice.

13. CONFLICT OF INTEREST No officer, member or employee of the Subrecipient, and no representative, officer or employee of the State of New Hampshire or of the

governing body of the locality or localities in which the Project is to be performed, who exercises any function^^esponsibilities In the review or approval of the
undertaking or carrying out of such Project, shall participate in any decision relating to this Agreement whick^ffect^ his or her personal interest or the interest of any
corporation, partnership, or association in which he or she is directly or indirectly interested, nor shall h^sNshe hay

indirect, in this Agreement or the proceeds thereof.
