REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 227-H:3 and RSA 216-A:3, authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of
Forest and Lands to purchase 4 lots totaling 3.86 +/- acres in the Town of Warner, New Hampshire, from the Society for
the Protection of New Hampshire Forests (SPNHF), (VC#177170), Concord, NH for an amount up to and not to exceed
$32,725 for the purpose of maintaining continuity among existing State owned parcels of land, effective upon Governor
and Executive Council approval. 100% Revolving Funds.

Funding is available in account, Forest Improvement Fund, as follows:
FY 2025

EXPLANATION

The State owns property known as Kearsarge State Forest in the Towns of Andover, Warner and Wilmot. The Society for
the Protection of New Hampshire Forests (SPNHF) recently purchased 4 lots that have frontage along Kearsarge Mountain
Road. The intent of SPNHF’s purchase was to preserve the land and prevent it from potentially being developed. SPNHF
would like these lots to be managed as part of the Kearsarge State Forest and has therefore offered the land to be purchased
by DNCR. Acquisition of these properties, upon approval, will ensure continual access is being protected for the State Park
system while maintaining the continuity of the property for the Division of Forests and Lands. This meets DNCR criteria
to support both agencies’ (the Division of Parks & Recreation, and Forests & Lands) missions for public access and long
term multi-integrated forest & recreational management,

Since 1939, SPNHF and the State have worked together to preserve and protect the mountain and its environs which now
encompasses 5,003 acres. These 4 lots represent some of the last prlvately owned land on the Kearsarge Mountain Road, a
Class I1I, Recreational Road, per RSA 233:8.

PURCHASE AND SALE AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT made as of the last date set forth below (which may hereinafter be

referred to as the “Effective Date”) between SOCIETY FOR THE PROTECTION OF NEW
HAMPSHIRE FORESTS (“Seller”), having a mailing address of 54 Portsmouth Street, Concord,
New Hampshire, 03301 and the STATE OF NEW HAMPSHIRE (“Buyer”), acting through the
New Hampshire Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, having a mailing address of 172
Pembroke Road, Concord, New Hampshire 03301,

WITNESETH:

Property Description.

Seller agrees to sell and convey, and Buyer agrees to buy four (4) tracts or parcels of land
(hereinafter referred to collectively as the “Property™), being unimproved land and
consisting of approximately 4 acres in total, situated off Kearsarge Mountain Road, so-
called, in the Town of Warner, County of Merrimack, State of New Hampshire, being all of
the real property identified as Lots 2, 5, 8, 9, and located in the northwest corner of the
"Buntin Lot,” so-called, in the subdivision of eleven lots as made by N.O, Whitford in his
survey'of July 1915, as shown on the map made for the Kearsarge Mountain Road Co., as
presently shown on the Town of Warner’s T'ax Map #22 as Lots # 011, 012, 015, 018, and
more particularly described and conveyed in the Fiduciary Deed conveyed by LENIDA F.
VORWERK of Sunnyvale, California, Administratrix of the Estate of Andrea Gloria S.
Hawkins, to the Society for the Protection of New Hampshire Forests, dated June 16, 2023
and recorded at Merrimack County Registry of Deeds on June 23, 2023 in Book 3829, Page
702.

Purchase Price.

The purchase price for the Property, shall be Thirty-Two Thousand and Seven Hundred and
Twenty-Five Dollars ($32,725) (the “Purchase Price”). The Purchase Price shall be paid
by the Buyer to the Seller at the time specified in Section 7 hereof,

Deed. i

Seller agrees to deliver, a duly cxccuted, good and sufficient Quitclaim Deed of the
Property, conveying good and clear record, marketable and insurable title thereto to Buyer,
free and clear of all encumbrances not specifically excepted and/or detailed in this
Agreement (the “Quitclaim Deed”). The Quitclaim Deed shall be developed by Seller at
its expense.

Title.

If Buycr desires an examination of title, Buyer shall pay the cost thereof. If Buyer finds, in
its sole discretion, defect(s) in the title to any of the lands which together make up the
Property or encumbrances on the Property to which Buyer in good faith objects, it shall so
notify Seller of that fact promptly in writing by the transfer of title, specifying the defect(s)
to which Buyer objects, failing which this right shall be waived. Upon receipt of such
notification Seller shall within sixty (60) days thcreafter remove or otherwise remedy said
defect(s) to the extent practicable.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, Seller shall be obligated to remove or subordinate, as the
case may be, on or before the date of transfer of title and at Seller’s sole cost and expense:
(i). any mortgages; (ii) any mechanics’ or materialmens’ liens; and (iii) any other monctary
liens encumbering the Property. If Buyer determines that the title is found not to be
marketabie or not clear of record or not insurable, or if Seller is unable to remove or
otherwise remedy the defect(s) to which Buyer objects within said period, this Agreement
may be rescinded at the option of Buyer and or else Buyer may elect to accept such title as
Seller can convey without diminution in the Purchase Price.

Hazardous Materials.

Seller warrants that during the period that Seller has owned, and will own, the Property, it
was not, and will not be, used for the storage, generation or disposal ot hazardous waste or
hazardous materials as those terms are defined under applicable federal, state and local
statutes, ordinances and regulations and that, to the best of Seller's knowledge, said Property
was not used for any such purposes prior to the time Seller acquired title thereto. Seller
further warrants that Seller has found no evidence of hazardous waste or hazardous material
on or affecting said land. These warranties shall survive the closing of the transaction
contemplated by this Agreement.

If Buyer performs an environmental assessment and finds said Property contains

hazardous waste or hazardous materials to which Buyer objects, Buyer may then rescind
this Agreement by so notifying Seller no later than date of transfer of title or else Buyer
shall be deemed to have waived such objections. If such assessment is performed, Buyer
agrees that qualified experts will be engaged, that Buyer shall exercise said right to rescind,
if at all, promptly following receipt of the assessment report but not tater than the above-
specified date and will therewith provide Seller with a copy of said rcport.

Notices.

Any notice, request, instruction or other document given or required to be given pursuant to
this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be hand delivered or sent by certified mail,
return receipt requested, to the Buyer’s and Seller’s names & addresses ciled at top of Page
One.

Transfer of Title.

Unless another time and place is agreed upon in writing by Seller and Buyer, Seller will
deliver the Quitclaim Deed to Buyer no later than December 15, 2025 (the “Deed Delivery
Date”). Pursuant to RSA 4:29 and RSA 216-A:3, Buyer's acceptance of the Seller’s deed
and Buyer’s authority to pay the Purchase Price to Seller is conditional upon Exccutive
Council approval. Upon such approval, if any, Buyer will be deemed to have accepted the
Quitclaim Deed and Buyer shall within 30 days of such approval pay Seller the Purchase
Price, subject to the availability of lawfully appropriated funds. To the extent the Executive
Council does not approve the transaction, Buyer will be deemed to have not accepted the
Quitclaim Deed and to lack authority to pay the Purchase Price. 1f the Deed Delivery Date
is extended by written agreement of the Buyer and Seller, any dates and deadlines imposcd
in the Agreement that are related to the Deed Delivery Date shall be likewise exiended
unlcss otherwise expressly specified.
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8) Closing Documents.

a) Seller. On the Deed Delivery Date, Seller shall deliver or cause to be delivered to Buyer each
of the following:

i) a New Hampshire Quitclaim Deed, sufficient to transfer and convey to Buyer good
and clear record and marketable fee title to the Property as required by this
Agreement;

ii) to the extent in Seller’s possession, any and all surveys, site plans, engineering plans
and studies, ulility plans, landscaping plans, and soil tests;

ii1) Seller’s affidavit, stating, under penalty of perjury, Seller’s U.S. taxpayer
identification number and that Seller is not a foreign person within the meaning of
Section 1445 of the interna! Revenue Code; and

iv) A New Hampshire Real Estate Transfer Tax Declaration of Consideration (Form
CD57-S).

b) Buyer. Within 30 days of approval by the Executive Council, Buyer shall deliver or cause
to be delivered to Seller ecach of the following:

i) the Purchase Price as required pursuant to Section 2 above.

ii} executed counterparts of any other documents herein required to be signed by
Buyer; and

iii) A New Hampshire Real Estate Transfer Tax Declaration of Consideration (Form
CDS57-P).

9) Prorations.
Taxcs and special assessments shall be prorated as of date title is transferred to Buyer.

10)  Representations and Warranties.

a) Seller represents and warrants to Buyer that the following are true, complete and correct as
of the Effective Date of this Agrecment and will remain true, complete and correct as of the
Closing Date:

i} There is no action, proceeding or investigation pending against Seller or the Property
or any part thereof before any court or governmental department, commission, board,
agency or instrumentality.

ti) Seller has not received from any governmental authority written notice of any
violation of any zoning, building, firc or health code or any other statute, ordinance
rule or regulation applicable (or alleged to be applicable) to the Property, or any part
thereof, that will not have been corrected prior to the Closing Date.

iit) This Agreement is valid and enforceable against Seller in accordance with its terms,
and each instrument to bc cxccuted by Seller pursuant to this Agreement, or in
connection herewith or therewith, will, when exccuted and delivered, be valid and
enforceable against Seller in accordance with its terms.

iv) With respect to the Property, or any part thereof, there are no unpaid taxes, fees or
assessments of any kind or nature whatsoever that are presently due and payable.

Buyer represents and warrants to Seller that the following are true, complete and correct as
of the Effective Date of this Agreement and will remain true, complete and correct as of the
Closing Date:

i) Buyer is duly organized, validly existing, in good standing and qualified and
empowered to conduct its business and has full power and authority to enter into and
fully perform and comply with the terms of this Agreement. Neither the execution and
delivery of this Agreement nor its performance by Buyer will conflict with or result
in the breach of any material contract, agreement, law, rule or regulation to which
Buyer is a party or by which Buyer is bound.

ii) This Agreement is valid and enforceable against Buyer in accordance with its terms,
and each instrument to be executed by Buyer pursuant to this Agreement, or in
connection herewith or therewith, will, when executed and delivered, be valid and
enforceable against Buyer in accordance with its terms,

The foregoing warranties and representations of Seller and Buyer in this Section 10 shall
survive the Closing Date for a period of six (6) months after the Closing Date, before the
expiration of which the party claiming a breach must have filed an action in a court of
competent jurisdiction, and any warranty and representation not specified in such action shall
expire.

Possession.

Possession of the Property in the same condition as of the Effective Date of this Agreement,
reasonable use, wear and tear excepted, is to be given upon transfer of title, frec of all
tenants, personal property. and encumbrances. Seller shall neither cut nor remove forest
products, nor extract or remove sand, gravel, or other natural resources from the Property
after the Effcctive Date of this Agreement without the prior written consent of Buyer.

Broker.

The parties hereto agree that no real estate broker or representative thereof brought about
this sale as agent of either Seller or Buyer. However, Seller agrees that Seller is solely
responsible for payment of any Broker’s commission and disbursements by reason of this
Agreement or the sale and purchase contemplated hercby.

Agreement Binding

This Agreement, except as otherwise provided herein, shall be binding upon and inure to
the benefit of the parties hereto and their heirs, executors’ legal representatives, successors
and assigns.

Prior statements; Amendment of Agreement

All prior negotiations, representations, statements, and agreements, whether oral or written,
or expressed or implied, heretofore made between the parties are merged in this Agreement,
which alone fully and completely expresses their respective obligations. This Agreement is
entered into by each party after opportunity for investigation, with neither party relying on
any stalements or representations not embodied in this Agreement, made by the other or on
the other's behalf. The parties hereto acknowledge and agree that this Agreement may be
amended only pursuant to a written agreement executed by the parties hereto with all the
formalities hereof.

Governing Law.
This Agrcement and the rights and obligations of the parties hereunder shall be governed by
the laws of the State of New Hampshire.

Additional Provisions.

Upon notice to Seller, Buyer, its agents, employees, invitees, and contractors, may enter the
Property for purposes of making mcasurcments, surveys and environmental agsessments,
determination of fair market value, fundraising activities and generally examining the
premises at Buyer's sole risk and expense. No such activities by the Buyer shall interrupt the
conduct by the Seller of its normal activities on the Property.

Neither this Agreement nor any interest hereunder shall be assigned or transferred by Seller
except for Power of Attorney, but may, with prior written notice to Seller, be assigned or
transferred by Buyer to any entity (a “Buyer Affiliate™). As used in this Agreement, the
term “Buyer” shall be deemed to include any Buyer Affiliate. Subject to the foregoing, this
Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and shall be binding upon Seller and Buyer and their
respective successors and assigns.

This Agreement may be executed in any number of identical counterparts, any or all of
which may contain the signatures of fewer than all the parties but all of which shall be taken
together as a single instrument. '

In the event that Seller requires additional time to remedy defects in title as set forth in
Section 4, above, the parties hereto agree to undertake in good faith efforts to reasonably
extend the timeframe devoted to remcdying such title defects, together with a reasonable
cxtension of the Closing Date set forth in Section 7, above. Any such extension(s) shall be
undertaken in writing and with the formalities described in Section 16, above.
