Authorize the New Hampshire Veterans Home (NHVH) to enter into a Sole Source contract with
ECW Computers, Inc d/b/a ECW Network & IT Solutions (VC#533444), Deerfield Beach, FL in the amount
of $161,925.72 for Pharmacy software server support and management for NHVH, with the option to renew
for an additional four years as two separate two-year terms effective July 1, 2025, upon Governor and Council
approval, through June 30, 2028. 100% General Funds.

Funds are anticipated to be available in State Fiscal Year 2026 through State Fiscal Year 2028, to
support this request, upon the availability and continued appropriation of funds in the future operating
budgets, with authority to adjust amounts within the price limitation and encumbrances between State
Fiscal Years through the Budget Office if needed and justified, without approval from Governor and Council.

EXPLANATION

The purpose of this Sole Source request is to provide migration from the State of NH, Department
of Information Technology management system to a hosted pharmacy software server support and management
system. The pharmacy software system integrates with NHVH electronic health record (EHR) system, Point
Click Care (PCC). The PCC and pharmacy integration was an expensive investment for NHVH, to allow
primary care doctors and pharmacists to collaborate for high quality Veteran care that the Department of
Veterans Affairs (VA) mandates NHVH to provide in 38 CFR Part 51. This continuity of integrated software
systems ensures Veteran care continues and does not get lost as could happen if a conversion to a different
pharmacy and/or EHR systemn were required to be put into place.

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2. SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED. The State of New
Hampshire, acting through the agency identified in block 1.1
(“State”), engages contractoridentified in block 1.3 (“Contractor”)
to perform, and the Contractor shall perform, the work or sale of
goods, or both, identified and more particularly described in the
attached EXHIBIT B which is incorporated herein by reference
(“Services™).

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.

3.1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and subject to the approval of the Govemor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire, if applicable,
this Agreement, and all obligations of the parties hereunder. shall
become effective on the date the Governor and Executive Council
approve this Agreement, unless no such approval is required, in
which case the Agreement shall become effective on the date the
Agreement is signed by the State Agency as shown in block 1.13
(“Effective Date™).

3.2 Ifthe Contractor commences the Services prior to the Effective
Date, all Services performed by the Contractor prior to the
Effective Date shall be performed at the sole risk of the Contractor,
and in the event that this Agreement does not become effective, the
State shall have na liability to the Contractor, including without
limitation, any obligation to pay the Contractor for any costs
incurred or Services performed.

3.3 Contractormust complete all Services by the Completion Date
specified in block 1.7.

4. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.
Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the contrary,
all obligations of the State hereunder, including, without limitation,
the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upon the
availability and continued appropriation of funds. [n no event shall
the State be liable for any paymenis hereunder in excess of such
available approprated funds. In the event of a reduction or
termination of appropriated funds by any state or federal legislative
or executive action thal reduces, eliminates or otherwise modifies
the appropriation oravailability of funding for this Agreement and
the Scope for Services provided in EXHIBIT B, in whole or in part,
the State shall have the right to withhold payment untilsuch funds
become available, if ever, and shall have the right to reduce or
terminate the Services under this Agreement immediately upon
giving the Contractornotice of such reduction or temination. The
State shall not be required to transfer funds from any otheraccount
or source to the Account identified in block 1.6 in the event funds
in that Account are reduced or unavailable.

5.3 The State reserves the nght to offset from any amounts
otherwise payable to the Contractor under this Agreement those
liguidated amounts required or permitted by N.H. RSA 80:7
through RSA 80:7-c or any other provision of law.

5.4 The State’s liability under this Agreement shall be limited to
monetary damages not to exceed the total fees paid. The Contractor
agrees that it hasan adequate remedy at law for any breach of this
Agreement by the State and hereby waives any right to specific
performance or other equitable remedies against the State.

6. COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR WITH LAWS AND

6.1 In connection with the performance of the Services. the

7.2 The Contracting Officer specified in block 1.9, or any
successor, shall be the State’s point of contact pertaining to this
Agreement.

8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.1 Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Contractor shall constitute an event of default hereunder (“Event
ot Default™):

8.1.1 failure to perform the Services satisfactorily or on schedule;
8.1.2 failure to submit any report required hereunder; and/or

8.1.3 failure to perform any other covenant, term or condition of
this Agreement.

8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
take any one, or more, or all, of the following actions:

8.2.1 give the Contractor a writien notice specifying the Event of
Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absenceofa
greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) calendar days
from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely
cured, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) calendar days
after giving the Contractor notice of termination;

10.2 All data and any Property which has been received from the
State, or purchased with funds provided for that purpose underthis,
Agreement, shall be the property of the State. and shaltbe retumed
to the State upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement
for any reason,

10.3 Disclosure of data, information and other records shall be
govemed by N.H. RSA chapter91-A and/orother applicable law.
Disclosure requires prior written approval of the Siate.

11. CONTRACTOR’S RELATION TO THE STATE. [n the
performance of this Agreement the Contractoris in all respects an
independent contractor, and isneither an agent noranemployee of
the State, Neither the Contractornorany of its officers, employees,
agentsor members shall have authority to bind the State or receive
any benefits, workers’ compensation or other emoluments
provided by the State to its employees.

12. ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACTS.

12.{ Contractor shall provide the State written notice at least fifteen
{15} calendardaysbefore any proposed assignment, delegation, or
other transfer of any imterest in this Agreement. No such
assignment, delegation, or other transfershall be effectiv e without
the written consent of the State.

12.2 For purposes of paragraph 12, a Change of Control shall
consfitute assignment. “Change of Control” means (a) merger,
consolidation, or a transaction or series of related transactions in
which a third party, together with its affiliates, becomes the direct
or indirect owner of fifty percent (50%) or more of the voting
shares or similar equity interests, or combined voting power of the
Contractor,or (b) the sale of all or substantially all of the assetsof
the Contractor.

12.3 None of the Services shall be subcontracted by the Contractor
without prior written notice and consent of the State.

Any notice by a party hereto to the other party shall
be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time of
maiting by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United States Post
Office addressed to the parties atthe addresses given in blocks 1.2
and 1.4, herein.

i3. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived or
discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the parties
hereto and only after approval of such amendment, waiver or
discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of
New Hampshire unless no such approval is required under the
circumstances pursuant to State law, rule or policy.

19. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM.

19.1 Fhis Agreement shall be governed, interpreted and construcd
in accordance with the laws of the State of New Hampshire except
where the Federal supremacy clause requires otherwise. The
wording used in this Agreement is the wording chosen by the
parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule of construction
shall be applied against or in favor of any party.

19.2 Any actions arising out of this Agreement, including the
breach or alleged breach thereof, may not be submitted to binding
arbitration, but must, instead, be brought and maintained in the
Merrimack County Superior Court of New Hampshire which shall
have exclusive jurisdiction thereof.
