REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to MOP 150 VII (C), authorize the Department of Transportation (DOT) to purchase five
Articulating Loaders from Southworth Milton Inc., (Vendor Code: 174087) in the amount of $1,039,630.
These are utilized for the daily operations of maintaining and repairing the state roadways during summer
and winter maintenance, including snow and ice removal operations on state highways and interstates,
effective upon Governor and Council approval through June 30, 2025. 60% Highway Funds, 40%
Turnpike Funds

EXPLANATION

The Department of Transportation is responsible for the operation and maintenance of the state highway
system. This includes summer and winter roadway maintenance. These units will be deployed to perform
the functions of roadway and roadside repairs as well as performing critical winter maintenance
functions.

Following Chapter Adm 600 Procurement and Property rules, a bid was posted (152-25) on the Department
of Administrative Services bid website. Bids were received from four vendors: Milton CAT (Southworth

JOHN 0 MORTON BUILDING • 7 HAZEN DRIVE • P.O. BOX 483 • CONCORD, NEW HAMPSHIRE 03302-0483
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Milton Inc.), Alta Equipment, Equipmen East and United Construction. On April 23,2025, the lowest
compliant bidder Milton CAT was awarded the bid for the required Articulating Loaders.

The State of New Hampshire recently posted a public bid (152-25) for the acquisition of

three articulating loaders. The specifications for these units were developed based upon what

currently comprises the departments fleet and is known to accommodate the requirements of the

Departments operational needs. To ensure the specifications provided opportunities for more than

one manufacturer to compete, they were compared to the publicized specifications of multiple

manufacturers in the industry. The results of the comparison showed that as written, at least two of

the manufacturers would meet each specification without modification. Other manufacturers met

most of the criteria, however due to limited publicized information from those vendors, their

compliance could not be validated on each specification at that time. We anticipated they would

ask for accommodation if needed.

The bid (152-25) was opened on April 23, 2025, this resulted in submissions from four local

vendors representing four different major equipment manufacturers. The initial lowest bidder was

Equipment East and upon initial review of the proposed machine, it was quickly determined that

unfortunately the machine did not meet the posted specifications.

•  80 AMP Alternator instead of Specified 100AMP

•  21,5441b "break-out" force, we specified 22,000lbs minimum

The next lowest bidder was Alta Equipment, their proposed machine did not meet the

required specifications for the following reason:

•  Cummins Engine, the state required the engine to be designed and built by

the same manufacturer as the chassis.

The State requires any vendor to submit any questions or requests for modifications to the

specifications, no later than (5) business days priorto the closing of the bid. Equipment East and

Alta Equipment Company failed to make any submission per this requirement, resulting In the State

moving to the next lowest bidder.
