EXPLANATION

The New Hampshire Department of Agriculture, Markets, and Food (DAMP) received an appropriation of
general funds during the 2024 Legislative Session for the purpose of implementing a Farm to School Pilot
Program. RSA 425:2-c. As established, the Pilot is intended to include one School Administrative Unit in each
county. The purpose of the program is to learn about how to increase the use of fresh NH produced products in
school lunch programs. The pilot program will provide an opportunity to work with a small number of school
districts to identify challenges in the procurement framework and evaluate the feasibility of increasing the
incorporation of NH products.

The projects for this pilot were solicited through the RFA process. The statute provides for ten participants, one
from each county, however DAMP did not receive enough application to award on contract per county. Nine
applications were submitted and one application was subsequently withdrawn. Because DAMF did not receive
enough applications to award all ten contracts and awards were not based on scoring, the competitive scoring
process was unnecessary and therefore waived. All eight applications were accepted to ensure there was adequate
state-wide representation in the pilot as intended by the statute.
Allocations were made based on the number of students enrolled in the schools identified by each applicant with
awards ranging between $10,000.00 and maximum of $50,000.00.

In the event these grants are not approved, the Local Farm to School Project will be cancelled.

Modification, additions and/or deletions to Form G-1, Grant Agreement, General Provisions.

1. Amend G-1, Section 4.1 to add: The Grantee shall not be eligible to receive funds absent approval of
the Award by the G&C. The date of approval by G&C will be considered the 'Effective Date'.

2. Amend G-1 to add new provision:

2.1. Conflicts: The Grant Officer. Identified in Paragraph 1.9 of G-1 agreement, shall be the
representative of the DAMF hereunder. In the event of any dispute hereunder, the
interpretation of this Agreement by the Grant Officer, and his/her decision on any dispute, shall
be final. All terms and conditions shall be interpreted in a manner consistent with the enabling
statute for the program, RSA 425:2-c.

2.2. The Request for Applications and Grantee's proposal are hereby Incorporated by reference. In
the event of a conflict between terms, the order of precedence shall he:

2.2.1. Grant Agreement Including Exhibits A-C,

2.2.2. Request for Application, then

2.2.3. Grantee's Proposal.
