EXPLANATION

This amendment request is retroactive, as in accordance with FAA Order 5100.3 8D, the FAA/State can amend a
grant at the close out of the project to adjust the grant amount to reflect final costs. Once the project is complete,
the airport sponsor must wait for federal grant funding to become available from other closed out completed
projects before issuing an amendment. The additional funding for this project is now available and being
requested at this time. Once approved, the final payment for the work completed (prior to July 27, 2024) can be
paid to the City of Manchester and the project can be closed.

An amendment from the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has been awarded from which $123,537.88 (or

90% of the amendment eligible project cost) is necessary to replace the terminal building and terminal-parking
garage connector fire alarm system at the Manchester-Boston Regional Airport. This project replaced the existing
fire alarm system that is currently 25-years old and beyond its useful life. Replacement parts for the current
system were no longer supported by the manufacturer and could have rendered it inoperable the next time the
system fails.
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The airport sponsor requested a grant amendment to AlP-121 to cover additional unforeseen expenses, which
were as follows:

•  Additional grant administrative expenses.

•  Additional engineering and project monitoring due to the extension of the project schedule beyond the

original time duration with the contractor.

•  Upgrading the equipment to the newly available next generation of fire alarm/mass notification/building

integration system. This equipment was not available at the time of designing the project.
•  Purchasing additional fire alarm devices totaling $90,798.07, which is not eligible for FAA funds. The

airport sponsor will fund 100% ofthe cost of these devices.

The project benefits the State of NH by keeping the flying public safe in case of a fire or smoke emergencies in
the terminal building and parking garage.

The Department of Transportation accepts the Federal Funds in the amount of $123,537.88 for this amendment to
the project as a pass through to the City of Manchester in accordance with RSA 422:15. State participation in the
amount of $6,863.21 (5% of this amendment for FAA eligible work for this project) is also requested. The City of
Manchester will participate in the amount of $97,661.29 (5% of this amendment for eligible work ($6,863.22) this
project) and the remaining is for ineligible work ($90,798.07). The total cost of the amendment (including state
and local matching shares) is $228,062.38.
