REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Health and Human Services, Division of Public Health, to
enter into a Retroactive, Sole Source amendment to an existing contract with Community Action
Program of Belknap and Merrimack Counties, Inc. (VC# 177203), Concord, NH, to continue
providing reproductive and sexual health services, by increasing the price limitation by $75,000
from $512,162 to $587,162 and extending the completion date from June 30, 2025 to September
30, 2025, effective retroactive to July 1, 2025 upon Governor and Council approval. 67% Federal
Funds. 33% General Funds.

The original contract was approved by Governor and Council on October 13, 2021, item
#27F, and amended on July 27, 2022, item #15A, and most recently amended on November 29,
2023, item #16.

Funds are available in the following accounts for State Fiscal Year 2026, with the authority
to adjust budget line items within the price limitation and encumbrances between state fiscal
years through the Budget Office, if needed and justified.

See attached fiscal details.

EXPLANATION

This request is Retroactive to avoid any interruption in these services while the Contractor
works to transition current clients receiving care to other qualified health care facilities. The
Contractor has determined that they cannot provide sexual and reproductive services after
October 2025, and additional time was necessary for the Department and the Contractor to
address the transition of current clients to other providers and modify the scope of services
accordingly. To facilitate timely and appropriate referrals and smooth transitions of care, the
Department is requesting a short-term contract with this longstanding community provider. The
request is Sole Source because the Department is seeking to extend the completion date beyond
the available renewal options. The Contractor is a current Title X family planning provider for the
Department and has a demonstrated track record of delivering the detailed scope of services in
compliance with all relevant state and federal provisions. Title X is a federal grant program
dedicated to providing individuals with comprehensive reproductive, sexual, and preventive health
services.

The purpose of this reduest is for the Contractor to complete all end of contract reporting
requirements and continue to provide sexual and reproductive health clinical services, STI and
HIV counseling and testing, health education materials, and cancer screening for low-income
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individuals until patient care is successfully transitioned and referrals for current clients are in
place. All services will continue to adhere to the Title X Family Planning Program regulations.

The Department received an attestation from the Contractor that they do not perform
abortion services at any clinic or facility operated by the organization.

The Contractor will continue to provide sexual and reproductive health services to
individuals in need focusing on low-income populations.

The effectiveness of the services delivered by the Contractor listed above will be
measured in part, by monitoring:

» Family planning clients served who respectively were under 100% Federal Poverty Level
(FPL), were under 250% FPL, and under 20 years of age.

» Family planning clients served that were Medicaid recipients at the time of their last visit.

» Family planning clients less than 18 years of age who received education that abstinence
is a viable method of birth control.

» Family planning clients who received STI/HIV reduction education.

» Family planning clients under age 25 at risk of becoming pregnant who are screened for
chlamydia infection.

» Family planning clients of reproductive age who received preconception counseling.

e Family planning clients 15 to 44 at risk of unintended pregnancy who were provided a
most or moderately effective contraceptive method.

Should the Governor and Council not authorize this request, the Contractor will not be
able to transition care for current clients which will disrupt essential health services provided to
low-income individuals, as well as lead to a strain on the health care providers in the surrounding
communities.

EXPLANATION

The purpose of this request is to ensure the continued support of reproductive and sexual
health services for low-income individuals by supporting family planning clinical services, STl and
HIV counseling and testing, cancer screening, and health education materials. The Department
is requesting to extend this contract by exercising an available renewal option.

Approximately 500 individuals will be served during State Fiscal Years 2024 and 2025.

Reproductive health care and family planning are critical public health services that must
be affordable and easily accessible within communities throughout the State. By partnering with
a health center located in a rural area, the Department ensures affordable access to reproductive
health care is available in all areas of the State.
