REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Administrative Services (DAS) to enter into a contract
(Contract #8003688) with Ammonoosuc Asphalt, Inc. (VC# 165171), Lisbon, NH, for Asphalt
(pick-up or delivered) services in an amount up to and not to exceed $2,365,000.00, with the
option to extend for up to an additional two years, effective upon the Governor and Executive
Council approval through December 31, 2030.

Funding shall be provided through individual agency expenditures, none of which shall
be permitted unless there are sufficient appropriate funds to cover the expenditure.

EXPLANATION

The Department of Administrative Services, through the Bureau of Purchase and
Property, issued a request for bid (RFB) 3033-25 for Asphalt services on April 17, 2025, with
responses due on April 30, 2025. The RFB reached ninety-one (91) vendors through the NIGP
registry with an additional eight (8) directly sourced and is intended to result in multiple
contracts for multiple vendors to ensure adequate coverage throughout the entire state There
were eight compliant responses received; all from incumbent vendors: Ammonoonsuc Asphalt,
Inc., Blaktop, Inc., Brox Industries, Inc., Continental Paving Inc., Eurovia Atlantic Coast LL.C
dba Northeast Paving, GMI Acquisitions, LLC, Mitchell Materials, LLC and Pike Industries, Inc.

Upon approval Ammonoosuc Asphalt, Inc. would supply Asphalt to Districts 1 and 2, as
needed. Having multiple vendors throughout the state minimizes travel time for unpredictable
situations where asphalt is needed and allows firm pricing for any circumstances that may arise.

To arrive at the requested price limitation, several factors were taken into consideration
including most recently in 2024, when the State experienced a number of catastrophic
embankment and road washouts in the North Country. This resulted in many road closures and
risks to public safety. In 2023, the State endured 10 days of overwhelming precipitation from the
Connecticut Valley, resulting in flash flooding and a higher than anticipated number of road
washouts.
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The requested price limitation is $2,365,000.00 and includes an allowance of
$473,000.00, or 25%, for unplanned purchases under the contractor’s balance of product line.
The proposed contract with Ammonoosuc Asphalt, Inc. includes a provision whereby price
decreases take effect as they become available to the general trade. Contract expenditures will
be closely monitored by BoPP and through Special Attention notifications provided by the
NHDOT Bureau of Materials and Research on the 15% of each calendar month, and appropriate
action taken where needed.

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2. SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED. The State of New
Hampshire, acting through the agency identified in block 1.1
(“State™), engages contractor identified in block 1.3 (“Contractor”™)
to perform, and the Contractor shall perform, the work or sale of
goods, or both, identified and mere particularly described in the
attached EXHIBIT B which is incorporated herein by reference
(“Services™).

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.

3.1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the

hereof and shall be the only andjthe complete compensation to the

5.5 The State reserves the right to offSet from any amounts
otherwise payable to the Contractor under this Agreement those
liquidated' amounts required or permitted by N.H. RSA 80:7
through RSA 80:7-c or any other provision of law.

5.4 The State’s liability under this Agreement shall be limited to
monetary damages notto exceed the total fees paid. The Contractor
agrees that it has an adequate remedy at law for any breach of this
Agreement by the State and hereby waives any right to specific
pesformance or other equitable femedies against the State.

8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.1 Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Contractor shall constitute an event of default hereunder (“Event
of Defauit”):

8.1.1 failure to perform the: Services satisfactorily or on schedule:
8.1.2 failure to submit any report required hereunder; and/or

8.1.3 failure to perfornr any other covenant, term or condition of
this Agreement.

8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
take any one, or more, or all, of the following actions:

8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of a
greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) calendar days
from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely
cured, terminate. this Agreement, effective two (2) calendar days
after giving the Contractor netice of termination;

8.2.2 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the contract price which
would otherwise accrue to the Contractor during the period from
the date of such netice until such time as the State determines that
the Contractor has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid
to the Confractor;
