EXPLANATION

We are requesting approval of this amendment in order to provide the Bunker Lane Condominium
Association (Cooperative) additional grant funding to complete the agreed upon scope of services. The
Cooperative is conducting wastewater system improvements. The project is currently in its construction
phase. Although the project is on schedule, due to project cost overruns determined by the most recent
bid, the project requires additional funding to complete the original anticipated scope of work.

NHDES, through the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds has offered the Cooperative an additional
$31,762, increasing the total grant limitation to $216,762, to be used towards wastewater system
improvements. The additional funding will be used towards completing the replacement and upgrades
to the existing media, flow distribution, diffusers, pumps, and other septic system components in the
existing on-site subsurface disposal systems. The increase in award will allow the Cooperative to
complete the anticipated work scoped for the wastewater system improvements. This is an allowable
use of ARP FRF funds under Section 602 (c)(1)(D) to make necessary investments in water, sewer, or
broadband infrastructure. To date, $9,570 of the original $185,000 grant has been spent.
