The New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) shall pay to the Grantee the total
reimbursable program costs up to $1,000,000 for eligible drinking water improvements costs not to
exceed the total Grant Limitation of $1,000,000 in accordance with the following requirements:

Reimbursement requests for project costs shall be made no more than once per calendar month by the
Grantee using the applicable Disbursement Form as supplied by NHDES, which shall be completed and
signed by the Grantee.
