EXPLANATION

The grant 1s being awarded to the Bedford Fire Department to support their participation in the EMS in the
Warm Zone training programs offered by the Division -of Fire Standards and Training and Eniergency
Medical Services. These programs are authorized under the Homeland Security Grant.

The purpose oflhls training is to prepare fire and EMS personnel to effectively lespond to active shooter
. and other high-risk incidents. Timely medical intervention in such events can be critical to saving lives.
Through this program, responders are trained to work in coordination with law enforcement to operate in
partially secured areas, following the Rescue: Task Force model. '

The training emphasizes scene safcty assessnient, effective triage, and managing the psychological impact
of mass casualty incidents. By enhancing interagency coordination and preparedness, this program supports
. a more efficient, unified, and life-saving emergency response.

This grant funded reimburses the local agencies for the cost of personnel salaries and benefits to cither send
students to authorized training programs or to backfill personnel so an on-duty member can attend training.
Highway Funds or General Funds will not be used to support this plogx am should Federal F unds become
unavailable,

Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and requiring it
to be remedicd within, in the absence of a greater or lesser specification of time,
thirty (30) days from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not
timely remedied, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days after giving the
Grantee notice of termination; and

Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and suspending
all paymerits 1o be made under this Agreement and ordering that the portion of the
Grant Amount which would otherwise accrue to the Grantee during the penod
from the date of such notice until such time as the State. determines that the
Grantec has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid to the Grantee; and
Set off against any other obligation the State may owe to the Grantee any damages
the State suffers by reason of any Event of Default; and

Treat the agreement as breached and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity,
or both. ’
TERMINATION,

In the event of any early termination of this Agreement for any reason other than
the completion of the Project, the Grantee shall deliver to the Grant Officer, not
later than fiftcen (15) days after the date of termination, a report (hereinafer
referred to as the “Termination Report”) describing in detail all Project Work
performed, and the Grant Amount eamed, to and including the date of termination.
In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 124 of these general
provisions, the npproval of such a Termination Report by the State shall entitle
the Grantee to receive that portion of the Grant amount earned to and including
the date of termination.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

The Department of Safety, Division of Fire Standards & Training and Emergency Medical Services
(hereinafter referred to as “the State”) is awarding the Bedford Fire Department (hereinafter referred
to as “the Grantee”) not to exceed the amount of $12,000.00 for the purpose of reimbursing
overtime and/or backfill costs for agency first responders to EMS in the Warm Zone Rescue Task
Force Concepts. This program is schedule to take place on a date mutually agreed upon by both the
Division of Fire Standards & Training and EMS and Bedford Fire Department to take place prior to
August 31, 2025 at a mutually agreed upon location.

The EMS in the Warm Zone Rescue Task Force Concepts course is the final practical portion in the
EMS in the Warm Zone series. This program is designed to familiarize the participant with the
importanceé of an integrated EMS, fire, and law enforcement response to an active threat event,
thereby ensuring a unified response. This course consists of three practical stations (hemorrhage
control, RTF movements, and patient assessment/airway) and a final series of culmination exercises
that mimic an active threat event emphasizing the need for appropriate application of learned skills
and treatment modalities. :

" There.are a total of 24 full-time career employees (ﬁreﬁghter/hMS/law enforcement officers) that
‘will be attending the program. This grant will cover the over-time and backfill cost for these
membets to attend the training.

The grantee agrees the allowable cost under this grant for reimbursement costs for above students
and courses. Reimbursement is for actual class time only Travel time and/or mileage are not
eligible.

“The Grantee” agreés that the project grant period ends on August 31, 2025. All expenses must be
paid out within 60 days of the end of the program arid réeimbursement requests submitted using the -
NH ‘SHSGP Overtime/Backfill - forms located - at
https://www.nh.gov/safety/divisions/fstems/documents/otbf packét.pdf, requests ~ for
reimbursements must be submitted fo the Department of Safety, Division of Fire Standards and-
Training and Emergency Medical Services, within 60 days of the end of the training program..

Levesque. Also present was Town Manager, Rick Sawyer. Absent was Councilor Bill
Carter. '

Chair Ra&ke opened the meeting at 6:30 PM and i’ntrod-uced the Council Members.‘v
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE - Led by Councilor Greazzo.
3. 'PUBLIC COMMENTS — None.
4. PRESENTATION
a. Town Clerk Presentation gf the Top Dog

Town Clerk, Sally Kéllar presented: Good evening. | am here this evening to recognize
our Top Dog for 2025. Our Top Dog got his honor due to an incident where he assisted
the police in apprehending somebody during an incident. | would like to welcome our .
police dog, Odin, and his handler, Officer Wilhelmy. A little something for you. So, in his
honor, | have a presentation for you. We have a little plaque here that has the cover of
our Annual Report this year because we decided to honor our police dogs on the cover
" this year. It says Odin, Bedford’'s Top Dog 2025 and you can put it in this handy dandy
stand and it lights up. I'd also like to remind our dog owners that it is almost May 31st.
Late dog fees start June 1%, and we still have about 850 dogs unlicensed. So please,
please license your dogs. Thank you.

5. PUBLIC HEARINGS

a. Acceptance of unanticipated revenue from The Archibald Foundation, Inc. in
the amount of $50,000 in accordance with NH RSA 31:95-b for maintenance,
redesign, and renovation of the Skateboard Park. -

Mr. Sawyer said | will add that this is an additional $50,000. If you recall the team that's
working to rebuild the skateboard park also received from the Archibald Foundation
$50,000 last year, which the Council also accepted. These funds can be used for any of
the design, maintenance or reconstruction of the skateboard park. Chair Radke said
awesome, so now they've got about $100,000 in.donated funds. Mr. Sawyer said some
of that has been used for the designs that you saw last fall that were used to put together
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the cost estimate for the project that was on the warrant this year. Chair Radke said that's
- good news. So | guess we'll open the public hearing.

PUBLIC HEARING Does anybody like to speak? No, no one? | will close the pUbIIC
hearing.

Councilor Bemiss said | really appreciate the Friends of the Skateboard Park for all of the
work that they're doing. They've raised $100,000 towards what they consider a priority
project for them, which is what we.hope all of our groups are doing, also to the Archibald
Foundation for a second round of funding. | really appreciate that. N
Chair Radke said ditto on that one. Good job. Nice comment. Any other comments from
the Council?

Mr. Sawyer said the Friends have also asked that we work with them and submit a grant
application that would go to the state. That application does require preauthorization from
the Council in order to apply. So that will be on the next agenda, we’'ll post that. That
would be for the full amount, the $800,000 but it would require a 50 percent. match. This
$100,000 that assuming you accept it, the additional $50,000 can go towards the
$400,000 matching funds including the money that has been spent. That can also go
towards the match as long as it's, been within the last three years . Chair Radke said
wonderful, that's good news. So we'll see that on the agenda of the next meeting? Mr.
Sawyer replied yes. Chalr Radke said wonderful, OK, good.

Councilor Strand said | just want to thank the Archibald Foundation again for their
overwhelming generosity in supporting this project and also want to thank recent
Councilor Gilbert for his leadership taking the reins and helping to drive that funding effort,
and hopefully with grant funds and future actions, the Council would like to see this project
come to fruition and being done the right way.
