EXPLANATION

The purpose of this grant is for the Town of Grafton to replace the existing culvert: with a four foot high by
ught footwide concrete box culvert, One hundred feet on each side of the culvert: will be: lcconstructcd
with guard rails and bank re-stabilization as part of the installation. The grant listed above is: furided by the ~
Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP), which-was awarded to the Departmcm of Safety, HSEM, from

the Federal Fmergcncy Management Agency (FEMA). HMGP provides funding 10 sub-recipients for-cost-

effective hazard mitigation activities that complement a comprehensive mitigation program. FEMA

provides HMGP funds to states that, in turn; provide. sub- -grants or contracts. for-a variety of mitigation

activities, such as planning and the implementation of pleLclb xdumﬂed 1hroug.h thc cvaluatnon of natural

hazards.

HMGP is 90% Federally. funded by FEMA with a 10% match requirement supplied by"l"hc sub-recipient.
The sub-recipient acknowledges their match obligation as part of Exhibits Band C to their grant agreement.

In the event that HMGP funds are no longer available, General Funds and/or Highway Funds will not be
requested to support this progran.

! The Department of Safety, Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management
(hereinafter referred to as “the State”) is awarding the Town of Grafton (hereinafter referred to as

. “the Subrecipient”) $475,963.20 to a 4 foot high by 8 foot wide concrete box culveit will be
installed, 100 feet on either side of the new culvert on Wild Meadows road will reconstructed with
guard rails installed and bank re-stabilization as part of the installation.

2. “The Subrecipient” agrees that the project grant period ends on May 2, 2026 and that a final
performance and expenditure report will be sent to *“the State” by June 2, 2026

3. “The Subrecipient” agrees to comply with all applicable federal terms and conditions, statutes,
regulations, Executive Orders, and FEMA guidance, as well as relevant state and local
requirements.

4. “The Subrecipient” shall maintain financial records, supporting documents, and all other pertinent
records for a period of three (3) years from the grant period end date.. In these records, “the-
Grantee” shall maintain documentation of the 10% cost share required by this grant.

5. “The Subrecipient” agrees to comply with all the Acknowledgement of Piogrammatic
Requirements and the Record of Environmental Considerations.

This opening is: ‘proposed-to’be
achieved through the installation of an embedded precast concrete box culvert. DeSIgn details can
be found in the Preliminary Design Plans, 100 feet of roadway reconstruction is expected on each
side of culvert, Necessaly wmgwalls/headwalls at the inlet and outlet will be provided in addition
to.scour protection in the form.of riprap, Guardrails will be necessary for:this:structure type.
Before work commence clearing of'trees will be iecessaty; and upon completlon the site will be
rtestabilized, Erosion and sediment cortrols, will be in place during construction and water
diversion structures will be necessary. for culvert removal and, installation. Engmeermg is:
necessary to design this solution in accordance-with regulations and all recommendations from the
H&H Report. The proposed crossing meets all requirements regarding permlttmg from NHDES
arid USACE. Permitting application has been coordinated with NHDES ‘and USACE. Staging is
proposed to occur within the ROW, since the road will need to be closed for construetion to be
completed. Temporary and permanent easements will be required to complete construction, as
detailed in the preliminary design plans. The project useful life (PUL) is expected‘to be 50. yeals
(see BCA Narrative for justification).
