EXPLANATION

The National Fish and Wildlife Foundation (NFWF) announced the availability of federal funds and solicited
applications from eligible entities to aid NH transportation, wildlife, and environmental stakeholders in
continually creating a robust, efficient and multi-benefit pipeline of stream crossing projects. By streamlining
this process with quality data, flexible tools, intuitive training, and programmatic capacity this project will
contribute to the functioning and growth of a resilient NH. NFWF has awarded these funds to promote best
practices for stream crossing replacements, including nature-based solutions and flood resiliency. The latest
grant award was not anticipated to be funded at this level when the 26/27 budget was created.
