Authorize the Department of Health and Human Services, Division of Public Health, to make a one-time
retroactive unencumbered payment to Ranger Engineering, Inc. (Vendor #162144), Framingham, MA
for preventative maintenance, inspections, and repairs to consolidated sterilizers located in the Public
Health Laboratory in the amount of $7,000, effective upon Governor and Executive Council approval.

EXPLANATION

This request is retroactive due to multiple unanticipated repairs required in the New Hampshire Public
Health Lab (PHL) at the conclusion of State Fiscal Year 2025 (SFY25).

The purpose of this request is to pay Ranger Engineering for repair and maintenance services performed
in June 2025. Due to unexpected needs at the conclusion of SFY25, the vendor services exceeded
standard service needs.

Ranger Engineering was contacted to perform repairs and maintenance on seven consolidated sterilizer
autoclave systems throughout SFY25. In doing so, the total amount owed to the vendor unexpectedly
exceeded the amount allowable without an approved contract in place. The autoclave systems sterilize
items such as glassware and other media for laboratory testing, biohazard waste such as rabies and
Tuberculosis samples. If these autoclaves are not functioning, these items cannot be sterilized, which
compromises timely laboratory testing and the ability to decontaminate the biowaste generated from
laboratory testing. A failure to perform these services would impact the PHL’s ability to provide reliable
testing services for providers and patients in New Hampshire.
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The Division is developing a new contract with a limited number of vendors for repair and maintenance
services for these assets for the current fiscal year 2026 to ensure proper approval prior to future
expenditures.

Should the Governor and Executive Council not approve this request, the Department will not be able to
reimburse the provider for services rendered in June 2025. This may put at risk access to vendor services
for future routine and emergent maintenance.
