Authorize the Department of Health and Human Services, Division of Finance and
Procurement, to enter into Sole Source amendments to existing agreements with the Grantees
listed below to continue providing community based services and anti-poverty programs to eligible
individuals and families, by exercising grant renewal options and increasing the total price
limitation by $6,758,491 from $8,020,869 to $14,779,360 and extending the completion dates
from September 30, 2025, to June 30, 2027, effective October 1, 2025 upon Governor and Council
approval. 100% Federal Funds.

The original contracts were approved by Governor and Council on September 20, 2023,
item 30.

Funds are available in the following accounts for State Fiscal Years 2026 and 2027, with
the authority to adjust budget line items within the price limitation and encumbrances between
state fiscal years through the Budget Office, if needed and justified.

EXPLANATION
The five (5) Community Action Agencies are the only entities eligible to receive Community
Services Block Grant funding to provide community-based services and anti-poverty programs to
eligible individuals and families, in accordance with Public Law 105 — 285, Community Opportunities,
Accountability, and Training and Educational Services Act of 1998 (October 27, 1998). This request
is Sole Source because MOP 150 requires all amendments to agreements originally approved
as sole source to be identified as sole source.

The purpose of this request is to exercise available grant renewal options for the Grantees
to ensure continuation of community based services and anti-poverty programs to eligible
individuals and families, whose incomes are at or below the two-hundredth percentile (200%) of
the federal poverty level in accordance with the Community Services Block Grant State Plan.
Services include health, food, and financial assistance; employment services; financial planning;
and other community-based services that strengthen individuals and families enabling them to be
involved in their local communities through community involvement opportunities. Additionally,
some of the services are ‘stop gap’ measures used for individuals or families who do not qualify
for other government assistance that will enable them to maintain financial security.

The Department estimates that approximately 111,000 individuals will be served annually
through June 30, 2027, based on prior federal fiscal year utilization figures.

The funds provided through this contract will support the Contractors to ensure they can
provide services at the local level to assist individuals and families to become or remain financially
secure which includes administering the following programs:

¢ Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program (“Fuel Assistance Program
e in New Hampshire”).

s Electric Assistance Program.

Additionally, the Grantees will continue to provide an annual Community Action Plan to

Community Needs Assessment every three (3) years. The amount of funding for each Grantee is
calculated using a formula-based on poverty demographics available from the U.S. Census
Bureau and must be utilized primarily for the provision of assistance to individuals and families
whose incomes are at or below the two-hundredth percentile (200%) of the federal poverty level.

The Department will continue to monitor services through review and assessment of the
Contractor’s required Annual Report, as required by Federal law, which includes a summary of
the activities provided each Federal Fiscal Year, including, but not limited to:

e Services provided.
¢ Number of individuals and/or households served.
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¢ Number of child support referrals provided.

As referenced in Exhibit A of the original agreements, the parties have the option to extend
the agreements for up to four (4) additional years, contingent upon satisfactory delivery of
services, available funding, agreement of the parties and Governor and Council approval. The
Department is exercising its option to renew services for one (1) year and nine (9) months of the
four (4) years available.

Should the Governor and Executive Council not authorize this request, the Department
and the Grantees will be unable to continue to provide these critical community-based and anti-
poverty services, including health, food, and financial assistance, employment services, and
financial planning services, to the detriment of low income individuals and families throughout
New Hampshire.

The Department has determined the Grantees are in good standing with the Secretary of
State’s Office, have secured the required levels of insurance, and have provided evidence of
authority to execute and be bound by the Agreements. Documents supporting these assertions
are available at the agency, for review upon request. The Department has confirmed that the non-
profit Grantees in the table above are registered and in good standing with the Department of
Justice's Charitable Division.
