REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Health and Human Services, Division for Behavioral Health,
to enter into a Sole Source amendment to an existing contract with Concord Hospital - Laconia
(VC#355356), Laconia, NH for the continued operation of a single point of entry Doorway for
individuals seeking access to substance use-related services and supports, by exercising a
contract renewal option by increasing the total price limitation by $3,538,000 from $3,825,000, to
$7,363,000, which includes increasing the individual price limitation by $1,050,000 from
$1,050,000 to $2,100,000 and increasing the shared price limitation by $2,488,000, from
$2,775,000 to $5,263,000 for unmet and flexible needs funding among all Doorway contractors
and extending the completion date from September 29, 2025 to September 29, 2026, effective
September 30, 2025, upon Governor and Council approval. 86.21% Federal Funds. 13.79% Other
Funds (Governor's Commission).

The original contract was approved by Governor and Council on March 12, 2025, item
#19.

EXPLANATION

The Contractor currently serves as a critical access point for substance use and other
health-related services, maintains existing partnerships with key community-based providers, and
has tha .administratiua infrastnicturft tn mftRt thft r)f>partrrtf»nt'« ftxpflnfflfirtrvg for
Dnrmtttftv servines wtthnttf trrfamiptinn Thk rpgtWsf Snte finttrro map -ifytror|.t;rocr-
all amendments to agreements originally approved as sole source to be identified as sole source.
The Contractor is one (1) of multiple Doorways that were identified by the Department to provide
these services based on being the hospital system strategically located for individuals to access
services without significant barriers, leading to quicker intervention and support.

The purpose of this request is for the Contractor to continue operating a single point of
entry Doorway for individuals seeking access to substance use-related services and supports.
The Contractor will continue to provide resources that strengthen existing prevention, treatment,
and recovery support services by promoting engagement in the recovery process and ensuring
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access and referral to critical services that decrease rates of substance use disorders, opioid and
stimulant-related misuses, overdoses, and deaths. The Contractor will also continue to provide
immediate screening and assessment to determine the proper level of care for individuals;
maintain mechanisms to immediately transport individuals to safe housing while awaiting
treatment; and administer facilitated referrals and case management to assist individuals seeking
services to properly navigate the prevention, treatment, and recovery system. Third party billing
Is utilized for services, when possible, grant funds are utilized for non-billable support services
and must be the payor of last resort.

Approximately 800 individuals will be served annually, across the Contractor's Laconia
and Plymouth locations.

The shared pool funding removes barriers to care that often prevent people from
accessing emergent needs. Emergent needs include resources for individuals awaiting treatment
and recovery services when care is not yet available; peer recovery support services; costs
associated with obtaining or retaining safe housing; childcare that permits parents and caregivers
to attend treatment and recovery-related appointments and programming; and coordination of
transportation to and from recovery-related medical appointments.

The Department will continue to monitor services through the review of monthly data
reports and Government Performance and Results Act interviews submitted by the Contractor,
and through regularly scheduled meetings with the Contractor to ensure deliverables are being
met and to determine quality improvement needs.

As referenced in Exhibit A, Revisions to Standard Agreement Provisions, of the original
agreement, the parties have the option to extend the agreement for up to five (5) additional years,
contingent upon satisfactory delivery of services, available funding, agreement of the parties and
Governor and Council approval. The Department is exercising its option to renew services for one
(1) of the five (5) years available.

Should the Governor and Council not authorize this request, individuals seeking
substance use-related supports and services in the Greater Laconia and Greater Plymouth areas
may experience difficulty navigating the complex treatment and recovery system, may not receive
the needed supports and services, and may experience delays in receiving care.

The Department has determined that the Contractor is in good standing with the Secretary
of State's Office, has secured the required levels of insurance, and has provided evidence of
authority to execute and be bound by the contract. Documents supporting these assertions are
available at the agency, for review upon request. The Contractor is a non-profit organization, and
the Department has also confirmed the Contractor is registered and in good standing with the
Department of Justice's Charitable Division.
