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EXPLANATION

The United States Department of Agriculture (USDA), Food and Nutrition Service (FNS) has granted New
Hampshire additional funds for administrative expenses associated with the SNAP Summer Electronic
Benefit Transfer (S-EBT) program. These grant funds were federally authorized as the Summer EBT
Technology (SEBT-TECH) Grant. USDA FNS acknowledges that there are several Summer EBT statutory
and regulatory requirements that will require a robust technology infrastructure at the State level and that
investments in systems are critical to support effective and accurate enrollment and benefit delivery to those
who participate in the program. In addition, FNS acknowledges that it is essential to support sound
investments in Summer EBT technology infrastructure from the start to establish a long-term and
sustainable program that operates with proper controls.

The funding will provide New Hampshire with the resources necessary to make important technological
investments including the development of

- A secure electronic interface between the NH Education Department and the Department of Health
and Humans Service to share relevant data files to determine eligibility,

- A secure application interface to automate application processing and tracking for eligibility,
document uploading and enable shared applications with NH Education Department, and

- Federal reporting capabilities and automation for financial reporting and program monitoring for
compliance.

These developments will ensure that sensitive and confidential information is secured and protected, reduce
risk of processing errors and reduce manual work.

Funds are budgeted as follows:

Class 041 (Audit Set Aside) — RSA 124:16 requires .1% to be budgeted to pay for financial and
compliance audits.

Class 046 (IT Consul-Non-Benefit) — Funds are being used for Summer EBT Technology (SEBT-
TECH) Grant.

Source of Funds: These funds are 100% Federal Funds.
In the event that Federal Funds become no longer available, General Funds will not be requested to support

this program.
