REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 14:30-a, VI, authorize the Department of Administrative Services (DAS), Division of
Plant and Property, Bureau of Court Facilities to accept and expend funds from the Judicial Branch in the
amount of $280,511 to correct a budgeting discrepancy which will allow DAS to continue to make lease
payments for Goffstown and Hooksett Circuit Courts effective upon Fiscal Committee and Governor and
Council approval through June 30, 2026. 100% Transfers from Other Agencies

EXPLANATION

This request is to accept and expend an amount from the Judicial Branch in order to align the Judicial
Branch class 28 — Transfer to Plant and Property - budget amount to that of the Division of Plant and
Property, Bureau of Court Facilities. This will restore the funding for the Goffstown and Hooksett circuit
courthouses in the Bureau of Court Facilities budget.

During the budget process the Legislature restored funding to the Judicial Branch’s budget to avoid the
closure of the Goffstown and Hooksett circuit courthouses; however, a technical discrepancy occurred.
The funding was added back to the Judicial Branch's class 28 transfer line but was not restored to the
Bureau of Court Facilities budget line, which is responsible for making the actual lease payments.

Without the authorization to accept and expend these funds, the Bureau of Court Facilities does not have
enough funding to make the lease payments. Therefore, we are asking for your approval to restore the
funds to the Bureau of Court Facilities budget and align the budget with the clear intent to continue to
make the lease payments for the Goffstown and Hooksett circuit courthouses.

In accordance with RSA 21-I: 12, II, the Department of Administrative Services, Division of Plant and
Property Management is responsible to provide “for the general maintenance of state-owned buildings
and grounds, except as otherwise provided by law." This includes “providing suitable court facilities for
the conduct of all court sessions held within each judicial district and county, subject to the availability of
appropriated funds, in accordance with RSA 490-B”.

Funds will be allocated as follows:

Class 022 — Rents Leases Other Than State — Funds will be used to continue lease payments for the
Goffstown and Hooksett Circuit Court for FY26.
