t

The purpose of the contract is to investigate whether bats use talus slopes and rock faces for winter
hibernation in New Hampshire and the importance of these non-traditional hibemacula to Myotis bats.
Work includes implementation of an acoustic survey protocol using acoustic recorders, and where
feasible bats will be captured for both identification and potentially tracking to learn more about their
winter habitat use. The project will inform habitat conservation for priority bat species in New
Hampshire.

The contractor for this work was selected through a Request for Proposals submission and subsequent
ranking evaluation. A Request for Proposals was advertised on March 14, 2025 (RFP F&G 2025-05).
Three proposals were received prior to the closing date. The proposals were evaluated based on set
criteria (enclosed). MES was the selected candidate based on the ranking evaluation including providing
the lowest cost per survey.

(■•State"')- engages contractor identified in block 1.3 ("•Contractor")
to perform, and the Contractor shall perform, the work or sale of
goods, or both, identified and more particularly described in the
attached EXHIBIT B which is incorporated herein by reference

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.
3. 1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and subject to the approval of the Governor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire, if applicable,
this Agreement, and ail obligations of the parties hereunder, shall
become effective on the date the Governor and Executive Council
approve this Agreement, unless no such approval is required, in
which case the Agreement shall become effective on the date the
Agreement is signed by the State Agency as shown in block 1.13
("Effective Date").

8.1.2 failure to submit any report required hereunder; and/or
8.1.3 failure to perfonn any other covenant, term or condition of
this Agreement.
8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
take any one, or more, or all, of the following actions:
8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of a
greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) calendar days
from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely
cured, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) calendar days
after giving the Contractor notice of termination;
8.2.2 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the contract price which
would othenvise accrue to the Contractor during the period from
the date of such notice until such time as the State determines that

the Contractor has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid
to the Contractor;

8.2.3 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and set ofTagainst any other obligations the State may owe
to the Contractor any damages the State suffers by reason of any
Event of Default; and/or

8.2.4 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default, treat the Agreement as breached, terminate the Agreement
and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity, or both.

9. TERMINATION.

9.1 Not\vithstanding paragraph 8, the State may, at its sole
discretion, terminate the Agreement for any reason, in whole or in
part, by thirty (30) calendar days written notice to the Contractor
that the State is exercising its option to terminate the Agreement.
9.2 In the event of an early termination of this Agreement for any
reason other than the completion of the Services, the Contractor
shall, at the State's discretion, deliver to the Contracting Officer,
not later than fifteen (15) calendar days after the date of
termination, a report ("Termination Report") describing in detail
all Services performed, and the contract price earned, to and
including the date of termination. In addition, at the State's
discretion, the Contractor shall, within fifteen (15) calendar days
of notice of early termination, develop and submit to the State a
transition plan for Services under the Agreement.

10. PROPERTV OWNERSHIP/DISCLOSURE.

10.1 As used in this Agreetncnt, the word "Properly" shall mean
all data, information and things developed or obtained during the
perfoimance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports, files,
formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computer programs, computer printouts, notes,
letters, inemorandti, papers, and documents, till whether finished or
unfinished.

10.2 All data and any Property which has been received from the
State, or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be returned
to the State upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement
for any reason.
10.3 Disclosure of data, information and other records shall be
governed by N.M. RSA chapter 91-A and/or other applicable law.
Disclosure requires prior written approval of the State.

11. CONTRACTOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the

perfonnance of this Agreement the Contractor is in all respects an
independent contractor, and is neither an agent nor an employee of
the State. Neither the Contractor nor any of its officers, employees,
agents or members shall have authority to bind the State or receive
any benefits, workers' compensation or other emoluments
provided by the State to its employees.

12. ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACTS.

12.1 Contractor shall provide the State written notice at least fifteen
(15) calendar days before any proposed assignment, delegation, or
other transfer of any interest in this Agreement. No such
assignment, delegation, or other transfer shall be effective without
the written consent of the State.

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14. INSURANCE.

14 1 The Contractor shall, at its sole expense, obtain and
continuously maintain in force, and shall require any subcontractor
or assignee to obtain and maintain in force, the following
insurance:

14.1.1 commercial general liability insurance against all claims of
bodily injury, death or property damage, in amounts of not less than
$1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate or excess;
and

14.1.2 special cause of loss coverage form covering all Property
subject to subparagraph 10.2 herein, in an amount not less than
80% of the whole replacement value of the Property.
14.2 The policies described in subparagraph 14.1 herein shall be on
policy forms and endorsements approved for use in the State of
New Hampshire by the N.H. Department of Insurance, and issued
by insurers licensed in the State of New Hampshire.

18. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived or
discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by tlie parties
hereto and only after approval of such amendment, waiver or
discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of
New Hampshire unless no such approval is required under the
circumstances pursuant to State law. rule or policy.

19. CHOICE OF LAW .AND FORUM.

19.1 This Agreement shall be governed, interpreted and construed
in accordance with the laws of the State of New Hampshire except
where the Federal supremacy clause requires otherwise. The
wording used in this Agreement is the wording chosen by the
parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule of construction
shall be applied against or in favor of any party.
19.2 Any actions arising out of this Agreement, including the
breach or alleged breach thereof, may not be submitted to binding
arbitration, but must, instead, be brought and maintained in the
Merrimack Cotmty Superior Court of New Hampshire which shall
have exclusive jurisdiction thereof.

20. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of a conflict between

the terms of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHIBIT A) and any
other portion of this Agreement including any attachments thereto,
the terms of the P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

21. THIRD PARTIES. This Agreement is being entered into for
the sole benefit of the parties hereto, and nothing herein, express or
implied, is intended to or will confer any legal or equitable right,
benefit, or remedy of any nature upon any other person.

22. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement are for
reference purposes only, and the words contained therein shall in
no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

23. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth in the attached EXHIBIT A are incorporated
herein by reference.

24. FURTHER ASSURANCES. The Contractor, along with its
agents and affiliates, shall, at its own cost and expense, execute any
additional documents and take such further actions as may be
reasonably required to carry out the provisions of this Agreement
and give effect to the transactions contemplated hereby.

25. SEVERABILITY. In the event any of the provisions of this
Agreement are held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.

26. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be
executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings with respect to the subject matter
hereof.

This contract is funded by a grant from the Department of the Interior, U. S. Fish and Wildlife
Service. All Federal laws, regulations, and award terms and conditions applicable to Department
of the Interior award recipients and their sub-recipients and contractors are hereby adopted in fhll
force and effect with respect to this Contract. The contractor and any sub-contractors must
comply with federal regulation and the provisions attached to this contract in Exhibit D. as
applicable.

EXHIBIT B

SCOPE OF SERVICES

Investigation of the importance of talus slopes and rock faces to bats during the critical
hibernation time in New Hampshire.

Moonrise Ecological Services (MES) will conduct bat acoustic and capture surveys at talus
slopes and rock face habitats throughout New Hampshire. The objective is to investigate whether
bats use talus slopes and rock faces for winter hibernation in New Hampshire and the importance
of these non-traditional hibemacula to Myotis bats. Work includes implementation of an acoustic
survey protocol using acoustic recorders, and where feasible bats will be captured for both
identification and potentially tracking to learn more about their winter habitat use. The project
will inform habitat conservation for priority bat species in New Hampshire.

Study Sites: Survey of 8-10 sites selected based on GIS analysis incorporating existing research,
information from experts, and input from the US Fish and Wildlife Service New England Field
Office. During the summer and fall of 2025 potential survey sites will be visited by the NHFG
Biologist, and the contractor as feasible, to confirm the habitat type, determine access and
feasibility.

Scope of Work:

Task I: Acoustic Protocol and Survey Framework
MES will assist NHFG's biologist to develop a comprehensive acoustic monitoring protocol
informed by existing research and extensive field experience. The protocol will provide a
framework to prioritize talus slope and rock face habitats for acoustic surveys. Up to ten survey
sites will be selected.

Task 2: Acoustic Surveys and Data Analysis
MES will conduct acoustic surveys at 8-10 sites selected in Task 1. Acoustic detectors, equipped
with solar and long-term batteries, will be deployed from December 2025 through February
2026. Detectors will be checked at least once over the winter to ensure they are functioning.
Acoustic data will be analyzed using USFWS-approved software by April 2026.
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Task 3: Capture and Tracking Surveys
In 2026 following acoustic survey results, targeted mist netting and harp trapping will be
conducted during spring emergence (April-May) and/or fall swarming (October- November) at
priority sites that show positive results from acoustic study (Task 2). For at least 10 nights in the
spring and/or fall two biologists will capture and track bats. Captured bats will be banded,
morphometric data collected, and their health assessed (including WNS-related damage).
Transmitters will be applied, and an airplane will be ready to track during migration as weather
permits. Radio tracking of captured bats is to identify specific habitat use and roosting sites.
Surveys will strictly adhere to the USFWS' Range-wide Bat Survey Guidelines with the
exception of temperature restrictions to be able to track in the spring/fall.

Equipment and Supplies: Mist nets, telemetry equipment, acoustic gear, transmitters, capture
gear, and time will etc. be provided in kind from MES during the study.

Schedule:

August 2025-November 2025- Assist the development of acoustic survey protocol and
prioritize sites to survey.
November 2025-March 2026- Implement acoustic survey protocol at 8-10 talus slope or rock
face habitats.

March 2026 - Analyze acoustic data (auto classify and manually vet)
April- May 2026 and/or October-November 2026- conduct spring and/or fall trapping at sites
where acoustic results indicates possible bat winter use and apply transmitters to follow
migration.
December 2026- Deliverables will be submitted to NHFG.

Deliverables: (1) Data sheets including habitat and survey data collected from each site; (2) A
completed Excel spreadsheet of all habitat and survey data; (3) A written report of qualitative
observations, identified roost sites and habitat characteristics with recommendations for future

conservation actions.

METHOD OF PAYMENT

Project Budget: $36,500.00 (not-to-exceed). Labor includes acoustic surveys (60 hours x two
biologist), acoustic analysis and data management (40 hours), capture and tracking surveys (80
hours x two biologist), project reporting and management (50 hours). Direct expenses support
field travel. Contractor will provide required equipment for this project. No funds will be
provided for use of equipment.

ENTERPRISES. AND LABOR SURPLUS AREA FIRMS
