Pursuant to RSA 14:30-a, VI, authorize the Department of Education, Division of Learner Support, to
retroactively amend the accept and expend American Rescue Plan, Elementary and Secondary School
Emergency Relief (ARP ESSER) funds in the amount of $388,051 from the United States Department of
Education (USED) by extending the end date from June 30, 2025 to March 31, 2026 effective upon
Fiscal Committee and Governor and Council approval. This item was originally approved by the
Governor on May 11, 2021, and by the Governor and Council on June 30, 2021 as Info Item HH, then by
Fiscal Committee on September 17, 2021, as Item FIS 21-278 and approved by Governor and Council on
September 15, 2021, as Late Item C, and extended by Fiscal Committee on May 19, 2023, as Item #FIS
23-167 and by Governor and Council on May 31, 2023 as Item #161 and by Fiscal Committee on January
30, 2025 Item #FIS 25-015 and Governor and Council on February 5, 2025 Item #96. 100% Federal Funds

EXPLANATION

This item is retroactive due to the uncertainty regarding the status of the ARP ESSER federal funding as
outlined. The New Hampshire Department of Education (NHED) received a notice on March 28, 2025,
from the United States Department of Education (USED), indicating that the extension of the liquidation
period for the ARP ESSER grant had been rescinded. OnJune 26, 2025, USED issued a new letter indicating
states may submit reimbursement requests and will be reviewed and evaluated consistently with the
process in place prior to March 28, 2025. Accepting these funds will allow NHED, as a pass-through entity,
to reimburse Mascoma Valley Middle School for an HVAC project at the Enfield Elementary School that
was approved through the ARP ESSER grant.

This project was properly obligated prior to September 30, 2024, and late liquidation was originally
approved by the U.S. Department of Education on January 17, 2025, through March 31, 2026.

Education Chiefs rescinding its prior extensions of the liquidation period for COVID-related
grants awarded under the Education Stabilization Fund (ESF) program. On April 3, the
Department followed up with an additional lctter outlining the process for requesting extensions
for specific projects.

On May 6, the United States District Court for the Southern District of New York entered a
preliminary injunction in New York et al. v. Department of Education et al., 1:25-¢v-02990-ER,
enjoining the Department from “enforcing or implementing as against Plaintiffs” the March 28
revocation of the extension period for 16 plaintiff states and the District of Columbia.

the Department was modifying the period to liquidate obligations under the ESF program to
terminate on May 25.

On June 3, the United States District Court for the Southern District of New York entered another
preliminary injunction in the New York litigation that enjoined the Department from “enforcing
or implementing as against Plaintiffs™ the directives in the May 11 letter.

Recently, on June 20, the United States Court of Appeals for the Second Circuit denied the
Department’s motion to stay the District Court’s June 3, 2025 injunction.'

The original intent of the policy announced on March 28 was to treat all states consistently with
regards to safeguarding and refocusing their remaining COVID-era grant funding on students.
The ongoing litigation has created basic fairness and uniformity problems—many states, such as
yours, have continued to be covered by the March 28 policy, while the plaintiffs in the New York
litigation have not been subject to that policy due to events in the litigation.

As such, given the uniformity and fairness problems set forth above, during the pendency of this
litigation and unless and until the Department is allowed to uniformly apply the policy described
in the March 28 letter to all states, the Department has decided to address these fairness and
uniformity problems in this interim period by returning non-plaintiff states to the liquidation
process in place prior to the issuance of the March 28 letter. Thus, as of today, all states can

submit reimbursement or route pay requests (depending on the specific state) for their ESF
programs, and they will be reviewed and evaluated consistent with that prior process. States that
have already submitted requests and receipts as part of the review and appeals process do not
need to resubmit — see our FAQ for more details.

Note that in the New York litigation, the Department opposed the entry of injunctions on the
grounds that, among other reasons, the Department is unlikely to be able to recover funds even if
the Department ultimately prevails in the litigation. To mitigate those concerns, and consistent
with the prior process, we will carefully review requests in order to ensure they continue to
adhere to governmentwide grant cost principles and that, broadly, expenditures are intended to

Dear State Chiefs of Education:

I write to inform you of a modification to the time period to liquidate obligations under the Education
Stabilization Fund, including all programs funded by the CRRSA and ARP acts.

Under 2 CFR § 200.344(c), a federal award recipient must liquidate all obligations no later than 120
calendar days after the conclusion of the award. A federal agency “may approve extensions™ if the
agency, in its discretion, finds that such an extension is “justified.” /d. Here, the period to liquidate
obligations for these Grant Awards expired. In response to a liquidation extension request, the
Department of Education previously granted a discretionary extension of the period of liquidation. But the
Department has reconsidered your request.

After careful review, the Department is modifying the liquidation period to end on March 28, 2025. The
Department has concluded that the further extension of the liquidation period for the aforementioned
grants, already well past the period of performance, was not justified. You and your subrecipients have
had ample time to liquidate obligations. Indeed, the applicable regulation provided clear notice of the
deadline for liquidating “all financial obligations incurred’: “no later than 120 calendar days after the
conclusion of the period of performance.” /d. By failing to meet the clear deadline in the regulation, you
ran the risk that the Department would deny your extension request. Extending deadlines for COVID-
related grants, which are in fact taxpayer funds, years after the COVID pandemic ended is not consistent
with the Department’s priorities and thus not a worthwhile exercise of its discretion.

The Department’s initial approval of your extension request does not change anything. The extension
approval was issued recently, so any reliance interests developed are minimal. Moreover, an agency may
reconsider its prior decision.' So you could not rely on the Department adhering to its original decision.
That is especially true because the extension was a matter of administrative grace. You were entitled to
the full award only if you liquidated all financial obligations within 120 days of the end of the period of
performance. You failed to do so. Any reliance on a discretionary extension subject to reconsideration by
the agency was unreasonable. Accordingly, on reconsideration, the Department amends the period of
liquidation to end on March 28, 2025, at 5:00pm ET.

However, even though the COVID pandemic and the liquidation period under the applicable regulations
have ended, the Department will consider an extension to your liquidation period on an individual project-
specific basis. To obtain an extension, please submit a statement to the email address listed below
explaining (1) how a particular project’s extension is necessary to mitigate the effects of COVID on
American students’ education, and (2) why the Department should exercise its discretion to grant your
request.

Attachment A
excludes programs approved with the acceptance of ARP State Fiscal Recovery Funds which are being
presented via a separate request. All items included in Attachment A have been previously submitted

by the respective state agency responsible for the program; and approvcd by both the Fiscal Committce
and Governor and Executive Council.

This request only serves to authorize agencies’ program balances that are unspent as of June 30, 2023,
as well as positions and consultants created pursuant to RSA 124:15, to carry forward into FY24. This
will align programs with thc complction dates authorized in the award notices. Any request to
realiocate an existing budget or repurpose funds for new or existing projects will require future Fiscal
Committee and Governor and Council approvals.

If this item is not approved, the State would need to issue layoff notices to cmployees hired into these
federally funded positions, created under the original request, and agencies would halt time sensitive
projects. Further, each agency would then need to submit a retroaclive request (o July 1,2023 for
approval to reauthorize the pomxons and funding; however, the retroactive requests would not
_eliminate the need to issue layolT notices in June 2023.

Typxcally, agencies budget for known federal grants in the upcoming biennial budget; however, the
budget guidance issued in August 2022 instructed agencies to cxclude all COVID-related funding from
their FY24-FY25 budget submissions. Although the funding is authorized by the federal government
beyond June 30, 2023, including this one-time funding would have erroneously inflated the FY24-
FY2$ State budget.

In the event that Federal Funds are no longer available, General Funds will not be requested to support
 these programs. The Department of Administrative Services sceks approval of this request.
