REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to enter into a RETROACTIVE SOLE SOURCE

amendment to contract (PO# 1052644) with Wright-Pierce (Vendor Code #203111-8001) Topsham, Maine for
engineering and construction oversight services for the Winnipesaukee River Basin Program (WRBP) by
increasing the contract amount by $1,600,000, from $1,350,000 to $2,950,000 and extending the contract
completion date to June 30, 2028 from June 30, 2025, effective upon Governor and Council approval. The

original contract was approved by the Governor and Council on August 3, 2016, Item No. 48, amended on June

10, 2020, Item No. 63 and on June 28, 2023 item No. 168.19% WRBP Funds and 81% Capital Funds.

Funding is available in the account as follows, with the authority to adjust encumbrances in each of the State

fiscal years through the Budget Office, if needed and justified. Funding for FY28 is contingent upon the
availability and continued appropriation of funds.

EXPLANATION

Approval of this amendment will authorize Wright-Pierce to complete negotiated task orders and continue to

provide engineering services in support of the operations, maintenance, compliance, and necessary capital

improvements of the WRBP infrastructure located in the Lakes Region. This is a Retroactive amendment since

the contract expired during negotiations to continue the work under current and anticipated task orders

including those for priority capital projects. This is a Sole Source request since the amount of the amendment is

greater than 10 percent of the original contract price limitation and the amendment seeks to continue the

professional engineering services contemplated in the original Governor and Council approved contract. The

continuation of engineering support with Wright-Pierce is essential for the WRBP to adequately operate,

maintain and upgrade the WRBP facilities. The vast majority of the work, especially in FY 2026, is related to

ongoing projects on which Wright-Pierce has been the lead engineer. Selecting a new engineer for these

projects would both be inefficient and create delays on important upgrades to protect public health and the

environment. Many of the projects are at critical points in the design and construction process. Continuing this

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support through this contract amendment's term will allow the WRBP to advance priority projects through
construction and better position the WRBP for eligibility for future federal and state funding. $619,986 has been

expended under this contract to date with an additional $421,370 in authorized task orders. These tasks cannot

be completed by NHDES staff because a team of licensed engineers across a broad variety of specialties is
required for this work.

The work to be completed under this amendment includes, but is not limited to, the following capital projects:

•  Design, utility and NHDOT coordination, bid documents, and construction oversight of the

replacement/rehabilitation of the 2.5-mile-long Belmont forcemain serving the Belmont Village Area
that has a history of pipeline failures creating sanitary sewer overflows. This work was prioritized based

on condition and criticality asset management assessments.

•  Design support, inspections, and installation oversight for the replacement of the original 40+ year old

emergency generators and/or automatic transfer switches at nine pump stations.
•  Technical assistance and implementation oversight for upgrades to the SCADA and electrical or

electronic systems at the WRBP facilities (ex. assistance with implementation of WRBP SCADA Standards

and reprogramming to alleviate identified operational inconsistencies and migrate to handheld devices)

and to assure conformance to state cybersecurity policies and protocols.

•  Construction oversight of the Gilford forcemain lining project necessitated by the failure of the pipeline

adjacent to Lake Winnipesaukee's shoreline.

•  Design and construction oversight of structural modifications to Franklin WWTF and Winnisquam pump

station buildings.

Other as-needed engineering support during the contract term may also include, but is not limited to:

•  Planning studies, alternatives analyses, inspections, feasibility studies, design, and construction

oversight for projects such as those included in the WRBP 10-year Capital Improvements Plan and

Comprehensive Energy Audits.

•  Inspections, design, bidding assistance, and construction management for projects deemed necessary to

address unexpected problems or to repair/modify existing infrastructure due to deterioration or
operational issues.

• Strategic support for projects or initiatives that require engineering or technical expertise beyond the

capability of WRBP staff.

The WRBP owns and operates the wastewater collection and treatment system for 10 communities that receive

the benefit of the services. The WRBP serves the communities of Moultonborough, Center Harbor, Meredith,

Gilford, Laconia, Sanbornton, Belmont, Tilton, Northfield, and Franklin that are represented by the WRBP

Advisory Board.

This amendment has been approved by the Department of Justice as to form, substance, and execution.

We respectfully request your approval of this item.

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of paragraph 18 of the Agreement, the Agreement may be

amended, waived, or discharged only by written instrument executed by the parties thereto; and

WHEREAS, the Engineer and the State have agreed to retroactively amend the Agreement in certain
respects.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, and the covenants and conditions contained in

the Agreement and set forth herein, the parties hereto do hereby agree as follows:

1. Amendment and Modification of Agreement:

The Agreement is hereby amended as follows:

A. The price limitation governing the Agreement as set forth in the Agreement (line 1.8 of the General

Provisions and as referenced in Exhibit C, Cost and Terms of Payment) shall be increased by

$1,600,000 from $1,350,000 to $2,950,000.

B. Exhibit B of the Agreement (Scope of Service) is modified to add the following tasks:

•  Support of on-going projects including alternatives analyses, design, and construction

oversight for the WRBP emergency generator replacements at nine pump stations.

•  Support of on-going projects including alternatives analyses, design, and construction

oversight for the WRBP WWTF structural modifications and repairs.

•  Support of on-going projects including alternatives analyses, design, and construction
oversight for the WRBP Winnisquam Pump Station structural modifications and influent
valve replacements.

•  Support of on-going projects including alternatives analyses, design, and construction

oversight for the WRBP Belmont forcemain rehabilitation and replacement.

•  Owners project management support services including value engineering, third party

reviews, and record drawings and specifications as necessary.

•  Additional strategic and as-needed engineering and technical support for SCADA, WRBP

emergencies, and other engineering tasks.

Approval of this request will authorize Wright-Pierce to perform engineering services under negotiated
task orders for as-needed engineering services in support of the operations, maintenance, evaluation,

compliance, and improvements of the WRBP infrastructure located in the Lakes Region. The DES-WRBP
owns and operates the wastewater collection and treatment system for 10 communities that receive

the benefit of the services. The WRBP serves the communities of Moultonborough, Center Harbor,
Meredith, Gilford, Laconia, Sanbornton, Belmont, Tilton, Northfield, and Franklin that are represented

by the WRBP Advisory Board.

•  Design, bidding assistance and construction management for projects deemed necessary to
address unexpected problems or to repair/modify existing infrastructure due to deterioration or
operational issues, inspection and analysis of the structural integrity of DES-WRBP buildings,
tunnels and other structures in response to unpredicted problems.

•  Construction oversight/inspection services for emergency repairs. These projects might be
triggered by emergencies such as storm or flood damage or unexpected .system failures in major
interceptors, pump .stations or the treatment plant.

The profes.sional services that are the subject of this contract are more completely described in Exhibit
"A" of the contract.

The engineering firm was selected using the qualifications-based selection process required for
consulting engineering services as described in RSA 21-1:22 and the State's Request for Proposal (RFP)
dated February 24, 2015. The RFP was advertised in The Union Leader and The Concord Monitor
newspapers and posted on the State's Administrative Services Purchase and Property website. Eight
firms responded to the solicitation and were independently evaluated by the Selection Team (Team)
recommended by the WRBP Advisory Board. Four firms were shortlisted for interviews (see
Attachment A) Based upon their superior proposals and interviews, the breadth of technical
experience and expertise, and in recognition of the various initiatives that the WRBP will be
undertaking over the next four years, the Team unanimously recommended that the WRBP enter into
a contract with both of the highest ranking firms; Wright-Pierce was one of those two firms. Entering
into a contract with Wright-Pierce was recommended by the WRBP Advisory Board on March 24, 2016.

All costs of the WRBP are billed back to the users of the facilities, as provided in RSA 485-A:50; there is

no General Fund contribution to the WRBP.

Upon execution of the Agreement, The Engineer agrees to proceed with all as-needed engineering
services and other work as required and necessary to complete assigned task orders.

The types of projects that could be assigned task orders to the Selected Firms may include, but are not
limited to;

•  Planning studies, alternatives analyses, feasibility studies or preliminary design for projects

such as those included in the WRBP Capital Investment Plan (CIP) that are scheduled to be

addressed over the term of this contract.

•  Alternatives analysis, recommendations and preliminary design reports to improve wastewater

treatment and/or anaerobic digester efficiency and/or assess biogas co-generation alternatives
and/or for improvements at pump stations. This could also include review of processes and

procedures and inspection of process piping and equipment to determine best options to
replace deteriorated infrastructure or improve operations.

•  Consulting engineering or technical support services for wastewater treatment process
optimization as part of trails or troubleshooting.

"The Contractor shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the State, its officers and employees, from
and against any and all losses suffered by the State, its officers and employees, and any and all claims,
liabilities or penalties asserted against the State, its officers and employees, by or on behalf of any
person, on account of, based or resulting from, arising out of (or which may be claimed to arise out of)
the acts or omissions of the Contractor. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein contained shall
be deemed to constitute a waiver of the sovereign immunity of the State, which immunity is hereby
reserved to the State. This covenant in paragraph 13 shall survive the termination of this Agreement."

Replace P-37 Agreement item 13 with the following:

"The Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the State, its officers and employees, from and
against any and all losses including reasonable attorneys' fees suffered by the State, its officers and
employees, and any and all claims, liabilities or penalties asserted against the State, its officers and
employees, by or on behalf of any person, on account of, based or resulting from, arising out of (or
which may be claimed to arise out of) the acts or omissions of the Contractor. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, nothing herein contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the sovereign immunity
of the State, which immunity is hereby reserved to the State. This covenant in paragraph 13 shall
survive the termination of this Agreement ."

Item 2.

Delete P-37 Agreement item 14.1.2 which reads: "fire and extended coverage insurance covering all
property subject to subparagraph 9.2 herein, in an amount not less than 80% of the whole
replacement value of the property.

In consideration of this modification to the Agreement, the Engineer shall ensure that all electronic
data is backed-up in multiple office locations and, in the case of fire or other catastrophic event, all
data subject to P-37 Agreement item 9.2 shall be provided or re-created by the Engineer at no
additional cost to the State.

Item 3.

Engineer shall carry professional liability insurance for errors and omissions in amounts of no less than
$3,000,000 per claim, and $3,000,000 aggregate.
