EXPLANATION

This request has become sole source because the price increase represents more than 10% of the contract
total. The additional funds are needed because there has been an increase in enrollment in the program.

A Request for Proposals (RFP) was advertised on January 13, 2023 on the NH Department of Education’s
website. Twenty-one (21) proposals were received and nineteen (19) proposals met the criteria contained
in WIOA. Nineteen (19) grants were awarded to seven private-not-for-profit organizations, ten school
districts and one governmental agency.

This adult education and literacy program funding is designed to provide support to the grantees already
approved as adult education programs; Holy Cross Family Learning Center is currently in year three of a
three-year grant award cycle. The goals of the adult education and literacy program operated under the
Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act of 2014 (WIOA) are to assist adults through academic
instruction and education services below the postsecondary level that increase an individual’s ability to
read, write, speak in English, and perform mathematics or other activities necessary for the attainment of a
secondary school diploma or its recognized equivalent; transition to postsecondary education and training;
and obtain employment.

Annual performance measures, including making skill gain, attaining credentials, obtaining and retaining
employment as well as the determination of a median wage after exit, are reported through the National
Reporting System at the U.S. Department of Education.

The Bureau of Adult Education provides educational services to approximately seven thousand adults each
year. Holy Cross Family Learning Center began providing ESL classes on Manchester's west side more
than twelve years ago to increase accessibility for the growing number of new Americans in the Manchester
area. Holy Cross, with only one paid staff person, utilizes a corps of volunteers to teach more than one
hundred students each year.

NHED has determined that the vendor is in good standing with the Secretary of State’s Office, has secured
the required levels of insurance, and has provided evidence of authority to execute and be bound by the
contract.

Holy Cross Family Learning Center is a non-profit organization, and NHED has confirmed the vendor 1S
registered and in good standing with the Department of Justice’s Charitable Division. Documents
supporting these assertions are available at the agency, for review upon request.

EXPLANATION

Under the Workforee Innovation and (}pponmm Act of 2014, a Request for Proposals {RFP) was released on
January 13. 2023 on the NH Department ot Education’s website and distributed to through the Department's
communication system. All federal and state adult education grants are awarded through a competitive
application process that is open to school districts. not-for-profits. and governmental agencies. Twenty-one
proposals were received and reviewed using the proposal criteria in the RFP for evaluating the applications
contained in the Adult Education and Family Literacy Act — W orkferee [nnovation and Opportunity Act of
2014 {See Anachment A). Twenty-one grants will be awarded to eigni private-not-for-profit organizations, ten
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scheol districts and onc governmental agency based on applications reccived from cligible organizations that
met the criteria for funding. Two agencies submitted two scparate applications 1o serve different regions of the
state. The school districts will reccive the awarded funds through the Grants Management System used by the
Department.

Adult education and literacy programs arc authorized under Ed 03 and in the Workforce Innovation and
Opportunity Act of 2014, Title 11, Adult Education and Family Literacy Act and provide educational
oppartunities below the secondary level for adults who lack a high school diploma or who lack the basic skills
ro function effectively in the workplace and in their daily lives. This includes foundational skills and English
[iteracy instruction for individuals who may have earned a high school diploma or postsccondary credential in
another country, but do not have the English language skills to be successful in postsecondary education,
training and/or cmployment. The purpose of the program is to assist students in earning a high school
credential and acquiring the skills and knowledge necessary to become productive workers, parents, and
citizens and transition to postsecondary education, training and/or employment.
