REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Administrative Services to enter into a Retroactive Sole
Source amendment to an existing contract (Contract #8003270) with NRC East Environmental
Services, Inc. (VC#161724), Portsmouth, NH, by increasing the price limitation by $143,982.96
from $206,017.04 to $350,000.00 with no change to the contract completion date for hazardous
waste part 1 pickup and disposal services effective upon approval of Governor and Executive
Council through August 31, 2026. The original contract was approved by the Commissioner of
Administrative Services on August 30, 2023.

Funding shall be provided through individual agency expenditures, none of which shall
be permitted unless there are sufficient appropriated funds to cover the expenditure.

EXPLANATION

As previously stated, the original contract was approved by the Commissioner of
Administrative Services on August 30, 2023.

The amendment is Retroactive because the Department of Revenue Administration
(DRA) seized a large inventory of E-Cigarettes for missing tax stamps in July of 2024. The
disposal of this material, which took place in June 2025, required utilizing the hazardous waste
part 1 disposal services contract with NRC East Environmental Services, Inc. The cost of this
disposal was in excess of $96,000 and caused the state to exceed the price limitation of
$206,017.04 by the amount of $7,676.96.

The amendment is Sole Source because the price limitation increase exceeds ten (10)
percent of the current price limitation.

This contract with NRC East Environmental Services, Inc. provides hazardous waste part
1 (miscellaneous environmental contaminants) disposal services. To obtain services under this
contract, end users are required to obtain quotes from both state contractors, NRC East
Environmental Services, Inc. and Tradebe Environmental Services, LLC. Project engagement is
based upon the lowest cost qualified quote.
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This amendment is to request an increase of the price limitation to $350,000.00. This
amount will cover the overage and the forecasted expense for the remaining contract term of
$143,982.96.
