REQUESTED ACTION

1. Authorize the Department of Transportation to retroactively exercise a sole source contract renewal option
with DTN, LLC, Omaha, NE (Vendor # 285139), by extending the completion date from September 30, 2025 to
an amended completion date of September 30, 2027, effective upon Governor and Council approval.

2. Further authorize the Department to increase the contract amount by $61,208.16 for the purpose of providing
Weather Forecast Services, from $57,700.00 to $118,908.16. The original contract was approved by Governor
and Council on September 20, 2023, Item #55. This is the first and only option for a two-year extension, with a
4% annual increase, effective upon Governor and Council approval. 100% Federal Funds

Funds to support this request are available in the following account in State FY 2026 and State FY 2027, and
funding is contingent upon the availability and continued appropriation of funds in FY 2028, with the authority
to adjust encumbrances between fiscal years within the price limitation through the Budget Office, if needed and
justified:

EXPLANATION

This item is retroactive due to waiting for the vendor to supply necessary documentation.

The purpose of this sole source contract renewal is to continue the use of the weather forecasting services that the
Department utilizes. Services provided by DTN, LLC allows the Transportation Management Center (TMC) the
ability to provide real time forecasting information to the Department's winter maintenance personnel.

These services include the ability to communicate with live forecasters available on a 24/7 basis, to send out real
time storm alert information to affected winter maintenance areas, as well as to track actual arrival and departure
times of the storms which helps to validate the weather information coming through the Road and Weather
Information Systems (RWIS). DTN, LLC also includes a real time traffic speed category on their map which
assists DOT in visualizing how inclement weather is impacting the motoring public during storm events.
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They also provide location specific 72-hour tabular forecasts via e-mail to maintenance personnel across the state
to assist in their planning of day to day operations

This contract renewal has been approved by the Attorney General as to form and execution, and the Department
has verified that the necessary funds are available. Copies of the fully executed contract are on file at the Office
of the Secretary of State and the Department of Administrative Services, and subsequent to Governor and
Council approval, will be on file at the Department of Transportation.

The Department of Transportation has determined that the vendor is in good standing with the Secretary of State's
Office, has secured the required levels of insurance, and has provided evidence of authority to execute and be
bound by the contract. Documents supporting these assertions are available at the agency, for review upon
request.
