REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Safety, Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management
(HSEM) to enter into a retroactive amendment to a grant agreement with the Town of Durham
(VC#177383-B001), Durham, NH, to complete their emergency generator project by extending
the completion date from September 18, 2025 to September 18, 2026, effective upon Governor
and Council approval. The original grant was approved by Governor and Council on June 14,
2023, item #152. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

This amendment is retroactive due to delays in the extension review process at the Federal level.
It was agreed that extending the completion date to September 18, 2026, upon approval by
Governor and Council, would be necessary in order to complete their emergency generator project.
HSEM has reviewed this request with the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), and
it has been determined that the date change will not affect Federal Funding.

The Legislative Pre-Disaster Mitigation (LPDM) is 75% Federally funded by FEMA with a 25%
match requirement supplied by the sub-recipient. The sub-recipient acknowledges their match
obligation as part of Exhibits B and C to their grant agreement.

In the event that LPDM funds are no longer available. General Funds and/or Highway Funds will
not be requested to support this program.

The Department of Safety has determined that the vendor is in good standing with the Secretary
of State's Office, has secured the required levels of insurance, and has provided evidence of
authority to execute and be bound by the contract. Documents supporting these assertions are
available at the agency, for review upon request.
