REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Health and Human Services, Division of Public Health, to
enter into a Sole Source amendment to an existing agreement with the University of New
Hampshire (VC #315187), Durham, NH, to conduct a study to examine barriers to the
sustainability of independent birth centers in New Hampshire, by increasing the price limitation by
$30,000 from $2,159,348 to $2,189,348 with no change to the contract completion date of June
30, 2027, effective upon Governor and Council approval. 100% General Funds.

The original contract was approved by the State of New Hampshire Governor and
Executive Council on 6/20/2018, item #26, as amended and approved by Governor and
Executive Council on 9/18/19, item #24; 5/20/20, item #12; 2/17/21, item #14; 10/13/21, item
#27; 6/28/23, item #70; and most recently amended on 5/29/24, item #26.

Funds are available in the following accounts for State Fiscal Years 2026 and 2027, with
the authority to adjust budget line items within the price limitation and encumbrances between
state fiscal years through the Budget Office, if needed and justified.

EXPLANATION

This request is Sole Source because MOP 150 requires all amendments to agreements
originally approved as sole source to be identified as sole source. The current House Bill
2, enacted during the 2025 legislative session, includes a provision (Chapter Law 141:261)
that allocates funding in State Fiscal Year 2026 to the Department to "utilize existing
contracts to

additionally examine barriers to the sustainability of independent birth centers in New Hampshire
and identify ways to reduce burdens and encourage their sustainability." After reviewing all
potentially applicable contracts, the Department determined this vendor to be the only one
qualified given their existing access to relevant Medicaid claims data, established partnerships
with the Division of Medicaid Services, Division of Public Health, and healthcare partners
statewide, and demonstrated capability in similar health system analysis and reporting, including
on the topic of maternal health.

The purpose of this request is to add scope and funding for the Contractor to conduct a
study to examine barriers to the sustainability of independent birth centers in the state and identify
strategies to reduce identified burdens and encourage longevity in these services. The Contractor
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Her Excellency, Governor Kelly A. Ayotte
and the Honorable Council
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provides the Department with a PhD-level Epidemiologist who possesses specific experience and
training in maternal and child health, has the ability to conduct the required study, and can assess
and develop necessary mitigation strategies. This study aims to reveal how independent birthing
centers can improve access to care in undersen/ed or rural areas, demonstrate how they can
reduce healthcare costs, improve maternal and neonatal outcomes, and propose solutions for
sustainability and better integration into the broader healthcare system. The Contractor will submit
a final report to the Department that summarizes findings and proposed strategies for addressing
system needs, including but not limited to licensing, reimbursement models, emergency transfer
protocols, patient safety, and continuity of care. The findings and recommendations must also be
reported by the Department to the legislature and Governor's Office by June 30, 2026.

Should the Governor and Council not authorize this request, the Department will not be
able to comply with Chapter Law 141:261 nor deliver the required report regarding barriers to
sustainability for independent birth centers in New Hampshire to the legislature and Governor's
Office by June 30, 2026.
