REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Transportation to pay the City of Nashua, Nashua Transit System (NTS),
Vendor # 157569, Project # 69011, Nashua, NH, for an amount not to exceed $68,250 to provide a
portion of the non-Federal Funds required to match Federal Transit Administration (FTA) grant funds,
for eligible revenue rolling stock and passenger amenities, effective upon Governor and Executive
Council approval, through June 30, 2031, 100% State Capital Funds.

EXPLANATION

The State Capital Budget (L21:1XIV3 Public Transit Bus & Facility Match; L23-1XV2 Mtch Trans Bus
& Pass Amn) includes funds to match grants from the FTA for revenue vehicles and passenger amenities
and facilities to assist transit agencies in leveraging the federal funds.

NTS will utilize the FTA formula and/or discretionary grants to fund a minimum of 80% of the total
project cost. State general funds will provide one-half, up to 10%, of the required non-federal match for
eligible capital projects, not to exceed $68,250. Local agency funds will be applied to the remaining
balance. The $68,250 requested for NTS is based on the Department’s review of the five-year capital plan
submitted by NTS and will serve to help leverage a minimum of $733,500 of FTA funds.

The provision of State capital funds assists public transit agencies in accessing FTA funds to maintain
their infrastructure and capital equipment, including a fleet of transit vehicles and passenger amenities, in
a state of good repair. Doing so enables transit systems to operate at optimal safety and efficiency, thus
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providing the quality of service that riders have come to expect. The projects identified and approved by
NHDOT for State Capital funds are listed below.

Bus Facility Renovation — Final phase 10% $6,000
Bus Shelters and Stops 10% $6,000
(3) 16 pax. ADA Paratransit Buses 7.5% $56,250
Total Capital Match Funds $68,250

The extended procurement and delivery timeframes of the items listed above are significant and
necessitates the identified completion date.

This agreement has been approved by the Attorney General as to form and execution. The Department
has verified that the necessary funds are available. Copies of the fully executed agreement are on file at
the Secretary of State’s Office and the Department of Administrative Services Office, and subsequent to
Governor and Council approval will be on file at the Department.

Your approval of this resolution is respectfully requested. The Department of Transportation has
determined that the vendor has secured the required levels of insurance and has provided evidence of

authority to execute and be bound by the contract. Documents supporting these assertions are available
at the agency, for review upon request.

CHAPTER 38-A
MUNICIPAL TRANSIT AUTHORITY

Section 38-A:18

38-A:18 Contracts Made by the Authority. —
I. The authority shall have the power to enter into contracts and agreements which it considers to be in the

interests of its public purposes with any person or persons, with any public or quasi-public corporation with any
state, and with the United States and any department or agency thereof. It shall have power (here stated in
illustration and not in limitation of its power), to enter into agreements for the joint use of any property and
rights by the authority and by any public utility operating any transportation facilities; to enter into agreements
with any public utility operating any transportation facilities either within or without the metropolitan area for
the joint use of any property of the authority or public utility, or the establishment of through routes, joint fares
and transfer of passengers; and to enter into agreements with any person, or public corporation or quasi-public
corporation for the maintenance, servicing, storage, operation or use of any transit facility, property or equipment
on such basis as shall seem to the authority consonant with its public purposes.

I1. The authority may make contracts, leases and agreements with any department or agency of the United States
of America or of the state of New Hampshire, or with any person or municipality or labor union, and may
generally perform all acts necessary for the full exercise of the powers vested in it. The authority may acquire
rolling stock or other property under conditional sales contracts, leases, equipment, trust certificates, or any other
form of contract or trust agreement. Contracts may be let by an officer or employee of the authority or by the
superintending corporation in such manner as may be authorized from time to time by the authority. Any revenue
bond indenture may provide limitations upon the exercise of the powers stated in this section and such
limitations shall apply so long as any of the revenue bonds issued pursuant to such indenture are outstanding and

unpaid.

§ 45. [Mayor, general duties; administrative assistant, compensation|

The mayor shall be the chiet administrative officer and the head of the administrative

branch of the city government. He shall supervise the administrative affairs of the city and shall
carry out the policies enacted by the board of aldermen. He shall enforce the ordinances of the
city, this charter, and all general laws applicable 1o the city. He shall keep the board of aldermen
informed of the condition and needs of the city and shal! make such reports and recommendations
as he may deem advisable, and perform such other dutics as may be prescribed by this charter or
required of him by ordirance or resolution of the board of aldermen, not inconsistent with this
charter. He shall have and perform such other powers and duties not inconsistent with the
provisions of this charter as now arc or hercafter may be conferred or imposed upon him by
municipal ordinance or upon mayors of cities by general law. The mayor shall nominate and the
aldermen confirm an administrative assistant to the mayor who shall serve for an indefinite term
and perform such duties and functions as the mayor shall designate. Said adminisirative assistant
shall be chosen for his executive and administrative qualifications and need not be a resident of

this state. He shall receive such compensation as may be set by ordinance.
