REQUESTED ACTTON

Authorize the Department of Administrative Services to enter into a Sole Source
amendment to an existing contract (Contract #8003664) with Gemini Electric Inc. d/b/a Power Up
Generator Service, Co (VC# 156871), Aubum, NH, for Generator Maintenance Services by adding
twenty-two (22) locations and increasing the price limitation by $274,187.20, from $181,070.00
to an amount up to and not to exceed $455,257.20 effective upon Governor and Executive Council
approval through August 31, 2028. The original contract (Contract #8003664) was/approved by
the Commissioner of the Department of Administrative Services on July 28,2025.

Funding shall be provided through individual agency expenditures, none of which shall be
permitted unless there are sufficient appropriated funds to cover the expenditure.

EXPLANATION

As previously stated, the original contract was approved by the commissioner of the
department of Administrative Services on July 28,2025. This contract amendment is Sole Source

. because the requested increase exceeds 10% of the original contract value.

The Department of Administrative Services, through the Bureau of Purchase and Property,
issued request for bid (RFB) 3003-25 for generator maintenance services on February 5, 2025,
with responses due on March 24, 2025. The REB reached 42 vendors through the division's
sourcing. The award structure for this bid was lowest total cost per county and the intent was to
result in a multi-award scenario. During the review process Coos County was originally awarded
to Brookfield Service VT Technologies. While completing the contracting process, Brookfield
Service VT Technologies admitted an error in their bid submission and requested that they be
allowed to increase pricing. Per the RFB instructions vendors are required to hold bid pricing for
up to 180 days following bid closing. When notified of this, Brookfield Service VT Technologies
requested that their bid submission be withdrawn. As the next low bidder, Gemini Electric Inc.
d/b/a Power Up Generator Service, Co was contacted and offered the award for generator
maintenance services for Coos County at the rates provided during the bid submission.
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It is the Department s intent to award all Coos County locations for generator maintenance
service to Gemini Electric Inc. d^/a Power Up Generator Service, Co. Additionally, at the original
close of the RFB, Gemini Electric d/b/a Power Up Generator Service, Co was awarded all Grafton
County locations for generator maintenance service. This amendment would also add additional
agency locations in Grafton County that were not previously covered in the original contract.

This requested price limitation increase of $455,257.20 includes estimated spending for
both routine preventative maintenance and repair services. The requested price limitation also
includes an allowance structured to add additional units when they are no longer covered by
manufacturer warranty.
