REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Health and Human Services, Division for Children, Youth and
Families (DCYF), to enter Into a Retroactive amendment to an existing agreement with the
University of New Hampshire (VC# 315187), Durham, NH, for Professional Development and
Training, to modify the contract, pursuant to New Hampshire Chapter Law 140:12 (2025) and
RSA 21-1:112-116, by decreasing the total price limitation by $575,000 from $11,522,948 to
$10,947,948 with no change to the contract completion date of June 30,2027, effective retroactive
to December 1, 2025 upon Governor and Council approval. 50% Federal Funds. 50% General
Funds.

The original contract was approved by Governor and Council on December 20,2023,
item #9, and amended on May 15,2024, item #11.

Funds are available in the following accounts for State Fiscal Years 2026 and 2027, with
the authority to adjust budget line items within the price limitation and encumbrances between
state fiscal years through the Budget Office, if needed and justified.

EXPLANATION

This request is Retroactive to align with the effective date of the reductions in the
amendment resulting from New Hampshire Chapter Law 140:12 (2025), Department of Health
and Human Services, Budget Reduction.

The purpose of this request is to reduce the contract price limitation, pursuant to New
Hampshire Chapter Law 140:12 (2025), Department of Health and Human Services, Budget
Reduction and to modify the scope of services to remove any activities that potentially do not
comply with RSA 21-1:112-116 and ensure the agreement complies fully with the RSA
requirements. The Department is also modifying the scope of services to reduce the number of
DCYF conferences from two (2) to one (1) and remove the virtual option. The conferences provide
professional development and education to DCYF staff, caregivers, community partners, and
stakeholders.

Approximately 3,500 individuals will be served during State Fiscal Years 2026 and 2027

The Department monitors services through standard reports required by the Contractor,
as well as an annual report.
