REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to enter into an agreement with First Light
Power Services LLC, Burlington, Massachusetts to reimburse NHDES for costs related to operating and
maintaining United States Geological Survey (USGS) stream flow gages on the Ashuelot River in Hinsdale and
on the Connecticut River in North Walpole, effective upon Governor and Council approval for a term of 15
years.

Revenue received from First Light Power Services LLC will be deposited into the Dam Maintenance Fund 03-
44-44-442010-38170000-407531.

EXPLANATION

RSA 482:85 requires the NHDES to “cooperate with the United States Geologic Survey in the establishment
and maintenance of stream flow gauging stations on streams in this state for the purpose of providing the
people and industries of this state with information which will assist them in the determination of plans for
flood prevention and the conservation of natural water resources of the state for water supply, recreation,
sanitation, and power production”. Pursuant to this statute, NHDES or its predecessor agency has entered
into an annual Stream Flow and Temperature Monitoring Agreement also known as the stream gauging
program with the USGS for the past 90 years. The most recent agreement, for Fiscal Years 2026 and 2027,
was approved by the Governor and Council on June 25, 2025 (Item #141). Under that agreement, the USGS
will fund 32.3 percent of the cost of the stream gaging program with NHDES paying for the remaining 67.7
percent.

Currently, the program consists of 27 streamflow gages. These gages have state-wide interest, as the data
from them are used in state-wide hydrologic studies, planning activities, permitting, hydraulic structure
design, and water management. Most importantly, the gages are critical in flood forecasting and warning,
providing real-time data essential for predicting flood events and issuing timely warnings to protect lives and
property. While NHDES directly funds the majority of the 27 streamflow gages, five of the gages are funded
through direct reimbursement to NHDES by public or private entities.

One of these private entities is First Light Power, who uses the data from two of the streamflow gages in the
stream gaging program to help guide the operation of its Turners Falls Project, located on the Connecticut
River in Massachusetts, as well as to ensure compliance with its Flows and Fish Passage Settlement
Agreement, which is part of its license from the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC). These gages
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are on the Ashuelot River at Hinsdale (USGS Gage No. 01161000) and the Connecticut River at North Walpole
(USGS Gage No. 01154500).

Under this agreement, First Light Power and NHDES mutually agree that the gages on the Ashuelot River at
Hinsdale and the Connecticut River at North Walpole should continue to be operated and maintained under
the cooperative stream gaging program with the USGS, and First Light Power will reimburse NHDES for the
annual, non-USGS-funded portion of the costs. For the 2026 fiscal year First Light Power will reimburse
NHDES $11,630 for each gage for a total of $23,620 and for the 2027 fiscal year First Light Power will
reimburse NHDES $12,230 for each gage for a total of $24,460. First Light Power will be notified of the
expected costs for future fiscal years when those estimates are submitted to NHDES by USGS prior to
renewing the stream gaging program.

This agreement shall take effect upon the date of approval by the Governor and Council and be effective for
fifteen years from the date of approval. Under the terms of the agreement, it may also be extended after
fifteen years if both parties are agreeable and the extension is approved by the Governor and Council. This
———agreement has been-approved by the Department of Justice-as to-form; substance and execution.

AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE
NEW HAMPSHIRE DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES
AND
FIRSTLIGHT POWER

This Agreement, dated /\[O\X:’!V\"ﬂpg. ’Zozgis entered into, by and between, the New
Hampshire Department of Environmental Servicges, hereinafter referred to as DES, and FirstLight
Power Services LLC of Burlington, Massachusetts, together with its successors and assigns hereinafter
referred to as FirstLight, for the purpose of establishing a cost-reimbursement agreement between DES
and FirstLight for DES’s share of costs for operating and maintaining two of the stream gages included
in DES’s Cooperative Streamflow Gaging Program with the United States Geological Survey (USGS).
A copy of the current Joint Funding Agreement between DES and USGS is attached as Exhibit A.

WHEREAS, the State of New Hampshire’s participation in the United States Geological
Survey (USGS) Cooperative Streamflow Gaging Program is authorized under RSA 482:85; and

WHEREAS, for the past ninety-eight years, DES and its predecessor agencies have entered
into annual Joint Funding Agreements with the USGS for operation and maintenance of a Cooperative
Streamflow Gaging Program in New Hampshire; and

WHEREAS, the Cooperative Streamflow Gaging Program currently consists of a network of
27 streamflow gages located throughout the State of New Hampshire; and

WHEREAS, the USGS funds a portion of the costs of the Cooperative Streamflow Gaging
Program, operates and maintains the gaging stations, collects and publishes data on the flows in rivers
and streams in the state, and provides that data on a real-time basis to water users via the USGS
webpage; and

WHEREAS, the data are used by water users in the State to support emergency response, flood
control and water management, water resource planning activities, permitting, dam emergency action
planning and hydraulic structure design; and

WHEREAS, DES and certain water users in the State fund the non-USGS-funded portion of
the costs of Cooperative Streamflow Gaging Program.

WHEREAS, FirstLight uses the data from two of the streamflow gages in the Cooperative
Streamflow Gaging Program to help guide the operation of FirstLight’s Turners Falls Project, located
on the Connecticut River in Massachusetts at river mile 122, as well as to ensure compliance with its
Flows and Fish Passage Settlement Agreement for the Project dated March 31, 2023. These gages are
on the Ashuelot River at Hinsdale (USGS Gage No. 01161000) and the Connecticut River at North
Walpole (USGS Gage No. 01154500); and
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WHEREAS, because of the importance of these two gages in the operation of the Turners Falls
Project, FirstLight and its predecessors in ownership of the Turners Falls Project have, since July 1,
1990, reimbursed DES and its predecessor agencies for the annual, non-USGS-funded portion of the
costs of operating and maintaining these two gages under the Cooperative Streamflow Gaging
Program; and

WHEREAS, FirstLight and DES have mutually agreed that the gages on the Ashuelot River at
Hinsdale (USGS Gage No. 01161000) and the Connecticut River at North Walpole (USGS Gage No.
01154500) should continue to be operated and maintained under the Cooperative Streamflow Gaging
Program with the USGS, and FirstLight will reimburse DES for the annual, non-USGS-funded portion
of the costs.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, and the covenants and conditions
contained in the Agreement, set forth herein, the parties hereto do hereby agree as follows:

1.  DES will continue to maintain a Joint Funding Agreement with the USGS to help fund a
Cooperative Streamflow Gaging Program in New Hampshire that includes the gages on
the Ashuelot River at Hinsdale (USGS Gage No. 01161000) and the Connecticut River at
North Walpole (USGS Gage No. 01154500).

2. FirstLight agrees to reimburse DES for the non-USGS-funded portion of the costs for the
gages on the Ashuelot River at Hinsdale (USGS Gage No. 01161000) and the
Connecticut River at North Walpole (USGS Gage No. 01154500) of operating and
maintaining the two gages under the Cooperative Streamflow Gaging Program.

3. DES will invoice FirstLight annually for the non-USGS-funded costs of operating and
maintaining the two gages under the Cooperative Streamflow Gaging Program, and
FirstLight will provide payment to DES within sixty (60) days of FirstLight’s receipt of
the applicable invoice.

4.  The parties understand and agree that, by mutual written agreement of the parties, this
Agreement may be modified as necessary to meet future needs of the parties.

5. This Agreement shall take effect upon the date of approval by the Governor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire and be effective for fifteen (15) years
from the date of approval. This Agreement may be extended after fifteen (15) years if
both parties agree in writing and the extension is approved by the Governor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire.

6.  FirstLight reserves the right to discontinue participation in this Agreement by providing
notification to DES on or before December 31% of an even numbered year in advance of
the state’s new biennial budget. FirstLight acknowledges that, in such case, USGS will
likely terminate the operation and maintenance of the gages on the Ashuelot River at
Hinsdale (USGS Gage No. 01161000) and the Connecticut River at North Walpole
(USGS Gage No. 01154500).

EXPLANATION

Under the Joint Funding Agreement, USGS will operate and maintain the existing network of 27 streamflow
gages for FY 2026 and 2027. This agreement is sole source because USGS is the only provider that operates
the Streamflow Gaging Program in New Hampshire and because USGS is funding 32.3% of the cost of the
program. See the attached Agreement for the list of gage stations.

The state’s participation in the USGS Cooperative Streamflow Gaging Program is authorized under RSA
482:85. Under the Cooperative Streamflow Gaging Program, the USGS operates and maintains gaging
stations throughout New Hampshire and collects and publishes data on the flows in rivers and streams in the
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state. The data are used by numerous state and federal programs as well as municipalities and private
industry. The data supports emergency response, flood control and water management, planning activities,
permitting, and hydraulic structure design.

Under this agreement the USGS will provide $305,140 (approximately 32.3%) in funds towards the total cost
of $943,420 to operate the stream gaging network for the next two years, with the balance of $638,280
(approximately 67.7%) being provided by the State. This Agreement has been approved by the Department
of Justice as to form, content and execution.
