REQUESTED ACTION

The Department of Safety, Division of Fire Standards & Training and Emergency Medical Services
(FSTEMS) requests authorization to enter intoa contract with Grail, Inc. (VC#549799, P00 ), Mento Park,
CA in an amount not to exceed $2,239,050.00. This contract will support the provision of multi-cancer
screening as part of the Cancer Screening Pilot Program. Effective upon Governor and Executive Council
approval through March 31, 2028. 100% General Funds.

EXPLANATION

This contract request supports the multi-cancer blood test screening component of the Early Detection
Cancer Screening Pilot Program established through Senate Bill 352 during the 2024 legislative session.
Senate Bill 352 appropriated $5,000,000.00 to improve early cancer detection for active and retired
firefighters across New Hampshire. Firefighters face significantly elevated cancer risks due to
occupational exposure, and this initiative is designed to provide access to essential screening services that
can save lives.

The Division of Fire Standards and Training & Emergency Medical Services (FSTEMS) issued a
competitive Request for Proposal (RFP DOS 2025-01) from November 21, 2024, through February 19,
2025, for a cancer screening pilot program The solicitation permitted vendors to submit proposals for
individual service categories, including third-party administration, multi-cancer blood testing, ultrasound,
and computed tomography (CT) scanning. FSTEMS received two (2) proposals for the multi-cancer
screening component. Following the evaluation process, Grail, Inc. received the highest evaluation score
for the multi-cancer screening component and is recommended for contract award.

This voluntary program allows eligible firefighters to select early detection cancer screening options
based on medical need and personal preference. Grail, [nc. will provide blood test screening services
statewide (o ensure accessibility and minimize the burden on participants. A third-party administrator,
procured under a companion contract request, will support participant engagement, eligibility verification,
confidential scheduling, and secure records management.

The 24-month Early Detection Cancer Screening pilot includes ongoing monitoring of participation rates,
screening outcomes, and cost effectiveness, followed by a three-month close-out period. FSTEMS will
provide a 12-month interim report and a comprehensive final report to the Governor, Senate President,
and Speaker of the House, including recommendations for future policy direction. All medical

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information collected as part of the program will be treated as Protected Health Information (PHI) and
handled in full compliance with HIPAA requirements. Only aggregated, de-identified data will be used
for reporting and statewide program evaluation.

New Hampshire firefighters place themselves in harm’s way daily. This program honors that commitment
by investing in early detection, improving health outcomes, reducing long-term treatment costs, and
shaping a sustainable statewide cancer-prevention strategy. Approval of this request will enable the State
to provide innovative screening technology that has the potential to save lives.

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8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
take any one, or more, or all, of the following actions:

1.7 Onsite Testing

Onsite Testing, GRAIL and N.H. agree to perform at least one onsite offering of the Test, at a mutually
agreed location and time (“Onsite Testing Events™), Onsite Testing Events will be conducted in a manner that
safeguards patient privacy in a manner consistent with applicable Jaw. Notwithstanding the foregoing, GRAIL may
determine not to provide Onsite Testing Events if GRAIL determines in its sole discretion that (a) applicable law
in the location would make such an Onsite Testing Event infeasible, or (b) an Onsite Testing Event cannot be
conducted in a manner that complies with applicable law.

GRAIL, Inc. will work directly with the contracted Third-party Adwministrator (TPA) and FSTEMS to schedule
services (blood draw events) at mnltiple suitable, convenient pre-agreed upon locations. There shall be a minimum
of 10 participants scheduled to perform these blood testing services.

The TPA will handle eligibility for this program, only individuals that have been determined eligible by the TPA
are included in this program.

1.13  Exceptions

GRAIL, Inc does not recommend the Galleri test for individuals who are pregnant, 21 years old or younger, or
undergoing active cancer treatment. Specimens collected from patients who are 21 years old or youngeror who are
pregnant will not be processed.

114 Test administration and results notification
Test results will be sent to the Healthcare Professional and participant and will comply with all HIPAA
requirements.

The Healthcare Professional will receive Test results with Cancer Signal Detected resuits and will discuss the results
with the patient. If the patient has an existing PCP, the results can be sent to the PCP by the participant or by the
Healthcare Professional at the participant’s direction. As part of this program GRAIL Inc. will provide a Patient
Advocate to those who have taken the Galleri test. This is a personal guide for 360-degree tracking, case
management, benefits connectivity, and other support. The Patient Advocate can also assist in finding a local, in-
network PCP if the patient does not have one.

GRAIL will endeavor to provide a Test results report to the participant’s Healthcare Professional within three (3)
weeks of receiving the Specimen; however, GRAIL makes no representations or warranties as to the timing of
reporting for any particular Test. If the results indicate a Cancer Signal Detected, the results are also communicated
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via a phone or video consultation with the Healthcare Professional. . For participants with Cancer-Signal Detected
Test results reports, GRAIL, Inc. shall provide such participants with: 1) the Test results report, 2) psychosocial
support, and 3) connection to follow-up care for diagnostic resolution (direct outreach to the primary care provider
or PCP if the patient provides the information or transfer to navigation support).

1.15  Pilot Program Reporting; Privacy

Subject to applicable law (e.g., 45 CFR § 160.203) and N.H. and TPA’s compliance with applicable laws, GRAIL
shall provide the TPA with the number of Tests conducted, the results ofthe Tests, and the method of payment for
such Tests (such data being PHI under HIPAA) in order for N.H. to comply with the requirements of Chapter 152
SB 352-FN-A with respect to the Offering. N.H. represents and warrants that it will and will ensure that the TPA
will use such data and other data collected in accordance with applicable laws to present its findings to the state of
N.H. regarding the Offering (“N.H. Program Report”).

N.H. hereby represents and warrants to GRAIL that the TPA is a Business Associate (as defined under 45 CFR
160.103) to N.H. and that the TPA will use such data only for N.H.’s Healthcare Operations (as defined under 45
CFR 164.501), including case management, care coordination, claims and billing review, and quality assessment
and improvement purposes, as permitted under 45 CFR 164.506(c)(4), and for permitted state law purposes (¢.g.,
45 CFR § 160.203).

1.16  Invoicing
GRAIL, Inc. will invoice the TPA on a calendar month basis for all Test results reports delivered in the preceding
calendar month for which N.H. is responsible for payment of the Test price or any portion thereof.

The contracted TPA will verify and validate all invoices and data before forwarding to FSTEMS who will then
process payments. Invoices shall be addressed to FSTEMS, 33 Hazen Drive, Concord NH 03305 when sent to the
TPA address for verification and validation.

In order for GRAIL to receive reimbursement for the provision of the healthcare services provided under this
Agreement and as is permitted under 45 CFR 164.506(c)(1), N.H. requires and GRAIL agrees to provide (in the
GRAIL invoice for charges associated with the Test and/or other separate report for which N.H. is responsible)
certain PHI, which is limited to First Name, LastName, and Date of Birth, of each User who received a Test results
report. N.H. hereby represents and warrants that (i) it cannot fulfil its payment obligations to GRAIL without the
inclusion of such PHI on applicable invoices; (ii) it shall not use or disclose the PHI for any other purpose besides
its performance of payment obligations to GRAIL under this Agreement (the “Purpose™); (iii) the requested PHI
constitutes the minimum necessary required for N.H. to fulfil the Purpose; and (iv) shall apply appropriate technical,
organizational, and administrative safeguards to ensure the protection and security of such PHI in compliance with
all applicable law and N.H. policies.

Section 2 Non-eligible participants

2.1 GRAIL, Inc. may offer multi-cancer blood testing services to individuals employed by the State of NH
beyond the eligible participants. These services shall be offered at the same cost per test as what is offered through
the pilot program. If GRAIL, Inc. chooses to allow non-eligible participants to utilize these tests, it shall be outside
the scope of this contract and FSTEMS shall not be bill for tesking cost of these individuals.

2.2 Any data collected from non-eligible participants shail not be included in aggregate reporting of the pilot
program.
