Chairman Duval called meeting #287 of the Air Resources Council (ARC) to order at 9:04 am on Monday

February 12, 2024, and announced the Council had a quorum present.

Approval of Minutes:

A motion to approve the minutes of meeting #285 was moved by Jay Leduc and seconded by Lynn

Tiilotson. All were in favor, motion passed.

Division Activities and Legisiative Update:

Chairman Robert Duval introduced Director Craig Wright of the Air Resources Division (ARD), who updated

members of the ARC regarding issues relative to the ARD, including:

Retirement: Shelley Marshall retired on January 31, 2024. The position is posted and open for internal

recruitment statewide. The intention is to have this position continue in the role of providing assistance to the

ARC. Thanks to Cathy Beahm and Jessie Webb for helping prepare for today's meeting.

Meeting in Nashua to Discuss Air Permitting Process for Proposed Hot Mix Asphalt Plant: ARD held a meeting
in late 2023 with local community leaders in Nashua. The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the

Department's efforts to involve a Nashua neighborhood where a new asphalt production plant has been
proposed. This area has been determined to fall within an environmental justice area of the state, which has a

large non-English speaking population among other factors. Community leaders were present to express their
concerns about the proposed facility, but also offered suggestions as to how the Department could better

contact/communicate with the local residents in planning for a community-wide public information meeting.
This community-wide meeting is planned for tonight (2/12) at 6 p.m. at the Nashua South High School. The
plan is to provide a presentation on the air permit process and to answer any questions they may have.

New PM2.5 Standard: On February 7, 2024, EPA announced a final rule to lower the National Ambient Air

Quality Standard (NAAQS) for fine particles (particulate matter less than 2.5 pm in diameter, PM2.5). EPA is
intending to lower the current primary (health based) annual PM2.5 standard from 12.0 pg/m^ to 9.0 pg/m^.
The standard will be evaluated based on air quality data over the three-year period 2022-2024. Based on
currently available air monitoring data for 2020-2022, NH will be able to demonstrate attainment for the

lower standard, but further analysis will need to be conducted as additional monitoring data becomes
available. Once the NAAQS is promulgated, NH will have one year to make a designation recommendation to
EPA.



Climate Pollution Reduction Grant (CPRG): We continue to work very hard on preparing our Priority Climate
Action Plan (PCAP) under our $3M Climate Planning Reduction Grant we received from EPA. Later this morning
the ARC will be given a briefing from our team of Jen, James, and Kurt. I just want to give the team a big shout
out for their efforts on this project - the timelines we have had to meet are incredibly short and the team has
done a fantastic job.

VW Granite State Clean Fleets: $10 million municipal VW program for diesel and electric vehicle replacement
projects.

In response to the Request for Proposal (RFP): 43 eligible projects received from 26 applicants, totaling
approximately $14 M.

•  Scoring results: 19 projects selected from 14 applicants, totaling approximately $7.4 M.

•  The first two contracts are expected to be at Governor and Executive Council later this month.

Community Fueling Infrastructure (CFI): NHDES did not receive funding from Federal Flighway. NFIDES had
requested $10 M for EV charging infrastructure. NH DOT also did not receive funding for EV charging along
Alternative Fuel Corridors. NFI DOT has requested a briefing from Federal Flighway.

Status of Appeals:

Michelle Doucette, Legal Assistant, NHDOJ, stated there are two complete and timely submitted appeals that
have been filed with the NHDOJ. Both are waiting for a hearing officer to be appointed. Discussion ensued
regarding the acceptance of the two appeals. In order to move the process forward, ARC member Mark

Lambert moved to accept both appeals. The motion was seconded by Jay Leduc and all ARC members voted in
favor except for one abstention by David Cribbie. In answer to a question about "standing" by member Kris
Blomback, Chair Duval pointed out that under new ARC rules all questions of law, including questions of
standing, are determined by the Hearing Officer, who is yet to be appointed for these appeals, and acceptance
of the appeal by the Council is just a procedural first step.

Rules:

Env-A 103.41, Hazardous Air Pollution and Env-A 104.47, Regulated Air Pollutant: Lisa Camire, SIP Planning
Analyst gave a brief overview of the proposed changes to this rule. ARC member Jay Leduc motioned to start
the 15-day clock and Kris Blomback seconded the motion. All voted in favor. The motion passed.

Env-A 500, Standards Applicable to Certain New or Modified Facilities and Sources of Hazardous Air Pollutant:
Lisa Camire, SIP Planning Analyst gave a brief overview of the proposed changes to this rule. ARC member Jay
Leduc motioned to start the 15-day clock and David Cribbie seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion

passed.

Call to Order: Chairman Duval called meeting #288 of the Air Resources Council (ARC) to order at 9:06 am on
Monday May 13, 2024, and announced the Council had a quorum present.

Approval of Minutes: A motion to approve the minutes of meeting #287 was moved by Member
Tillotson and seconded by Member Leduc. All were in favor, motion passed. Member Cartier abstained.

Division Activities and Legislative Update:

Assistant Commissioner Adam Crepeau introduced himself to the Council.

Chairman Robert Duval introduced Director Craig Wright of the Air Resources Division (ARD), who
updated members of the ARC regarding issues relative to the ARD, including:

•  More retirements at ARD. Two long term employees retired from ARD: the Technical Services

Bureau (TSB) Administrator with 25 years of service and a Program Assistant with 30 years of
service. Six long term retirements with about seven more to come. A replacement has been
announced for the TSB Administrator. One employee in Compliance on military leave for
approximately 6 months. Also, many vacancies. Currently seeking replacements for the Technical
Services Bureau Program Assistant and an Administrative Supervisor in the Director's Office. There

are two open positions in the TSB and three open positions in the permitting group.

•  Climate Pollution Reduction Grant - A 117-page plan was submitted to EPA on March 1 for the

Priority Climate Action Plan (PCAP). The PCAP identified 5 Priority Measures where the state could
achieve carbon reductions: Transportation, Residential Building Sector, Local Government Building
and Facility Sector, Waste and Materials Management and Workforce Development. On April 1, a
state application was submitted for approximately $50 M to address the five priority areas. Also,
we submitted a New England coalition grant applications for residential heat pumps. Finally, we
partnered with 12 other states led by Hawaii for local resilience efforts. These two coalition grants
could be up to $50 M each. In total, we submitted for over $150 M in implementation grants.

•  Inflation Reduction Act Grants - Air Monitoring - $722K investment to locate a new PM2.5
monitoring site in northern NH. The plan is to purchase and upgrade existing monitors at other
existing sites and purchase some low-cost sensors for potential use in local communities.



•  Legislative Update- SB 449 Air Permit Timeline - ARD requested SB 449 relative to timelines for

the issuance of air permits. Current statutory requirements under RSA 125-C:12, II require action

on applications within a reasonable time and do not specify a duration. Because there is no specific

timeframe under RSA 125-C, the defauit timelines in RSA 541-A:29 would come into effect - NHDES

believes these timelines are unworkable. Default statutory requirements under 541-A:29 include

30 days to determine completeness of an application and 60 days for a final decision. Additionally,

under 541-A:29-a failure to act will result in the permit being "granted". SB 449 was requested by

NHDES to address this conflict. SB 449 passed the Senate with a permit issuance timeline of 180

days. In the House, BIA objected to the 180 days, so NHDES reached an agreement with BIA to

shorten the time period to 120 days with the ability to extend the time frame with written

agreement from the applicant. This amendment passed the committee and now NHDES is waiting

to see if it passes the full House.

•  RGGI program review underway. Anticipate completion this summer with recommendations for

program moving forward.

Discussion ensued.

Approval of annual report: The motion to accept the 2023 Annual Report was made by Member Tillotson and

seconded by Member Jay Leduc. The motion carried.

Status of Appeals:

•  Micheiie Doucette, DOJ, Attorney General's office. Appeals Clerk gave an update on the status of three

existing appeals stating there are no updates. NHDOJ hired outside counsel for the hearing officer role

for the Air Councii and should be ready by the June or July Air Councii meeting.

• Mark Dell'Orfano, DOJ, Assistant Attorney General, discussed some of the challenges in finding a

hearing officer. Another hearing officer will be working on the backlog for other Councils as well as the

Air Council.

Mr. DeirOrfano also mentioned NH has joined a coalition of states in challenging a new rule released

last week by EPA: New Source Performance Standards and Emission Guidelines for GHG emissions from

fossil fuel-fired power plants. The rule requires carbon capture sequestration equipment for some

faciiities. The state may have to provide a place to store or transport captured emissions. Within six to

ten years these systems would need to be in place. In NH due to the deregulated power market,

independent power producers would carry the costs associated with the carbon reduction measures.

Long-term planning and coordination with sister states is necessary to determine if NH can impiement

the requirements. The new ruie replaces the Affordable Clean Energy Rule. DOJ is coordinating at the

agency level as well as with NH Department of Energy, the NH Office of the Consumer Advocate and

others and is gathering input for the approach going forward. Member Cartier requested a

presentation at some point in the future. Discussion ensued.

•  Chairman Duval raised a question about acceptance of recent appeals received by the Council. Mr.

Dell'Orfano clarified that under current Council rules, the DOJ-appointed Hearing Officer is responsible

for accepting or dismissing appeals, not the Council as under previous rules.

•  Since the minutes of its February meeting show that the Council accepted two appeals, the Council

wishes to clarify the status of pending appeals as follows:



*Correction to February 12. 2024. Meeting Minutes:

At the February 12 meeting, the Council voted to accept pending appeals 23-17 ARC

(Lajoie) and 24-02 ARC (GSP). Based on current Council rules, the DOJ's Hearing Officer is
responsible for accepting or dismissing appeals. Therefore the Council's vote to accept
these two appeals at the February meeting has no effect. These and other pending
appeals will not be officially accepted until so ruled by the DOJ's Hearing Officer.

New Business: No new business was presented before the Council.

Public Commentary: No public commentary was presented before the Council.

Adjourn: Having no further business to discuss, motion to adjourn was made by Member Jay Leduc and
seconded by Member Cartier. All were in favor and Meeting #288 of the Air Resources Council adjourned at
10:14 am.

Call to Order:

Chairman Robert Duval called meeting #289 of the Air Resources Council (ARC) to order at 8:59 a.m. on
Monday, September 9, 2024. Chair Duval announced that the council had a quorum. Alec O'Meara introduced
himself as a new member of the Council.

Introduction of Air Resources Division Administrative Supervisor Cassidy Menczywor:
Chairman Robert Duval introduced Cassidy Menczywor as the new Administrative Supervisor of the Air
Resources Division's Director's Office.

Introduction of NHDOJ Assistant Attorney General Joe M. Fincham II:

Chair Duval introduced Nathan Kenison-Marvin and Mark DeH'Orfano as Assistant Attorney Generals at the
Department Justice (DOJ). Kenison-Marvin and Dell'Orfano both discussed their roles with respect to the
Council. Kenison-Marvin is the new full-time Hearing Officer for all the Environmental Councils. Dell'Orfano

provided insight on the appeals process. Chair Duval explained the preference of the Air Council to schedule

hearings on regular meeting days, and to have as many members as possible attend hearings because of each
members' individual expertise.

Approval of Minutes (Meeting #288):

A motion to approve the minutes of meeting #288 was moved by Rudy Cartier and seconded by J. Ryan
Bielagus. All were in favor, with one abstention by Alec O'Meara due to absence at Meeting #288. Motion
passed.

Air Resources Division Report: Craig Wright, Director Air Resources Division:

Legislative Update - Director Wright announced the reconfirmation of J. Ryan Bielagus, Kris Nils Blomback,
and Jay Leduc in August for the Air Resources Council. Wright explained the two current vacancies on the
council, At-Large and Medical. Wright plans to reach out to Breathe New Hampshire and Medical Society for
outreach. Wight informed the Council of the NH Business and Industry Association (BIA), Air, Water, and
Waste Regulatory Conference tomorrow, September 10, 2024. Wright discussed the involvement or five Air



Division employees at the conference and the benefits of this conference.

Significant Permit Activities - \Nr\ght discussed a proposed asphalt plant in Nashua, NH siting that received a

lot of local attention. He added that the planning board denied approval of the facility, but that NHDES

continued to process their air permit application since there is no provision in state law to discontinue that

process on the basis of Planning Board denial. Public meetings were held to share information with citizens

and leadership. The applicant appealed and filed a lawsuit over the Planning Board decision, which was later

dropped, and the air permit application was withdrawn. Director Wright pointed out this was the Division's

first experience with the Environmental Justice process. Karen Craver discussed the two principles in

Environmental Justice, fair treatment and meaningful involvement. Craver shared references for additional

tools.

Discussion was had on the referenced items. Dell'Orfano introduced Michelle Doucette who serves as the

Councils' Appeals Clerk from DOJ

Other ARD Activities - Cra'\g Wright announced the hard work being put into the FY26-27 Air Division operating
budget. Submittal of draft budget from Air Division and Department of Environmental Services (DES) will be

within the month (September). Wright explained budget and department changes, as well as a change of

governor within the budget submittal. As discussed in a previous meeting, the Climate Pollution Reduction

Grant from the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) for $3,000,000 is being used for Climate Action Plans,
such as a priority climate action plan, submit in March of 2024. Wright also announced the submittal of three

Implementation Grant applications to EPA, one as an individual state was denied. Two were coalition

applications, a Local Resiliency Grant led by the state of Hawaii, which was denied, and the other was led by

the state of Connecticut to include all New England states, besides Vermont, for a Heat Pump Accelerator
Program to help facilitate change of heat pump installation and reduce carbon emissions, which was accepted.

$450,000,000 was awarded to the region, which $40-50,000,000 will go to NH. When more information is
available, Wright will provide it to the Council. Further discussion was had on the implementation of this

grant. Discussion moved to home heating oil in NH. Wright moved the conversation to the need to fill

positions within Air Resources, as there are nine open positions to recruit for. Three of those positions are

within Permitting, three in Mobile Sources, one in Compliance, an Environmental Toxicologist, and a Technical

Program Manager. Discussion moved to the NOx Budget, and Wright stated that he will investigate the status

of the program. Discussion moved to the SP499 Air Permit timeline, in which Wright stated that the Business &

Industry Association (BIA) of NH agreed to 120 days with the ability to request extensions. Discussion moved

to the possible new sources' performance standards for greenhouse gas emissions, and no updates were

made at present, though litigation is ongoing.

Status of Appeals - Michelle Doucette, Legal Assistant, NHDOJ;

Doucette stated that there's only one current outstanding appeal; Thackston Consolidation Holdings. Doucette

announced the appeal of Katie Lajoie was dismissed due to lack of standing and the absence of an appealable

department decision. The appeal of GSP Merrimack was resolved between DES and GSP. The Carol Nicholaris

Appeal was dismissed due to lack of an appealable department decision. Nathan Kenison-Marvin stated he will

contact the attorneys for the Thackston appeal to setup a pre-hearing conference within the coming weeks.

Kenison-Marvin will perform a thorough screening of the appeal beforehand, to verify standing and Councii



jurisdiction.

Rules:

Env-A 300, Ambient Air Quality Standards, Karia McManus, Planning & Rules Manager, gave a brief overview
of the proposed changes to this rule, to be readopted with a few amendments. Discussion was had on these

changes and the process the EPA follows, then moved to Exceptional Events and the impact on NH. A motion
to start the 15-day clock was made by Rudy Cartier Jr and seconded by David Cribbie. All voted in favor and

the motion passed.

Env-A 4200, Architectural and industrial Maintenance Coatings, McManus gave a brief overview of the

proposed readoption, due to expiration of the rule on January 1, 2025. It was discussed that the rule is kept
the same, but with minor edits. Discussion was had on the changes. A motion to start the 15-day clock was
made by Kris Nils Blomback and seconded by Lynn Tillotson. All voted in favor and the motion passed.
Env-A 4300, Other Solid Waste Incineration, McManus gave a brief overview of the proposed readoption, with
minor edits, due to expiration of the rule on January 22, 2025. Discussion was had on the averaging times for
test and isokinetic runs, which appeared to be inconsistent with EPA practice. McManus stated there was
enough time before the rule expired to allow this to be resolved. The proposed rule was withdrawn to allow
DES and EPA to work out any differences between protocols and bring the proposed rule back to the Council.

New Business:

No new business was discussed.

Public Commentary:

Mark DeirOrfano requested the Air Resources Council move public comment to the beginning on the agenda,
going forward. Discussion was had on the pros and cons of this change. Chair Duval ultimately chose to
examine that option further, before deciding.

Chairman Duval called meeting #290 of the Air Resources Council (ARC) to order at 9:15 a.m. on Monday,
October 21, 2024. Chair Duval brought to the council's attention Georgia Murray's participation via telephone
meant there were only four members physically present. After a brief discussion. Chair Duval advised that this
meeting #290 will be an informational meeting only due to lack of quorum, and items on the meeting agenda
can be discussed, however no official action can be taken

Approval of Minutes:

Director Craig Wright pointed out a grammatical error in the minutes from meeting #289, and Cassidy
Menczywor agreed to fix this issue. Chair Duval noted that a vote on these minutes will wait until meeting
#291.

Air Resources Division Report:

Legislative Update:

Director Wright announced the Air Resources Division (ARD) will officially be receiving an Inflation Reduction
Air Monitoring Grant, worth $720,000 from EPA (Environmental Protection Agency) to spend over the course
of five years. Discussion was had on the ARD's different budgets.

Director Wright explained plans to put the money towards new/replacement equipment, and a Fine
Particulate Matter (PM) site in Northern NH, amongst other things. Discussion was had on new monitors for
Fine PM. Director Wright moved the conversation to the submittal of ARD's 2025 operating budget plan to the
governor's office. Director Wright suggested a high-level overview presentation of the division's operating
budget to be done by himself or Catherine Beahm at a future ARC meeting.

Director Wright announced there will be a public hearing on November 14, 2024, before the governor's
advisory panel, of which NH Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) will be doing a presentation and
answer questions. Our new governor, elected on November 5'^ will be making the final decisions.

Director Wright announced new staff members, Toxicologist Dr Kim Aviado and Michael Rieger (Technical
Services Programs Manager), as well as two verbal offers to applicants for the Environmental Health and
Mobile Source Programs. Discussion moved to presentations from ARD bureau administrator staff every other
ARC meeting.



Chairman Duval suggested an air toxics presentation and Georgia Murray recommended a presentation on

mercury pollution and the status of the Mercury Air Toxic Rule at EPA, which has current court cases pending.

Director Wright suggested a high-level presentation on various federal actions.

Director Wright also discussed the possibility of policy direction changes ahead with a new governor in place.

Director Wright shared that ARD is tracking Legislative Service Requests (LSR). He added that Michael

Fitzgerald will come to a future ARC meeting for a legislative update

Significant Permit Activities:

Director Wright discussed that few new bills have been filed, but one that he found of interest would require

NHDES to dissolve its equity and civil rights policy and stop work on Environmental Justice policies.

Other ARD Activities:

Director Wright discussed the success of the NH Business and Industry (BIA) 2024 Environmental Regulatory

Conference. Lynn Tillotson discussed the need for new representation from the Department of Justice (DOJ)

for ARC, as Mark Dell'Orfano has been nominated to fill an open seat on the state's Public Utilities Commission

but has not been confirmed yet. Chair Duval will reach out to DOJ once confirmed to ensure DOJ

representation for ARC.

Status of Appeals:

Chair Duval pointed out the Stipulation of Dismissal, In Re: Thackston Consolidated Holdings & Management

Company, Docket No. 24-14 ARC provided by Michelle Doucette which leads to closure of this appeal. He also

pointed out a recent filing in the Katie Lajoie appeal of a motion for reconsideration, however, no final ruling

has been made.

Rules:

Env-A 4300, Other Solid Waste Incineration:

David Cribbie stated that, after further research, he finds that the proposed rule is correct as written.
Discussion was had on rule timeframe and Chair Duval stated ARC will take official action on Env-A 4300 next

meeting, November 18, 2024. David Cribbie noted he will be in attendance.

New Business:

No new business was discussed.

Public Commentary:

John Tuthill questioned what came of the study of air toxics in which NHDES was tracking the Manchester

Legislative Update: Craig Wright explained that the results of the federal and state elections will result in

navigating possible changes for the Air Resources Division (ARD). Director

Significant Permit Activities: Director Wright announced that ARD's permitting group is going through

transition under senate bill 449, with conflict between ARD's state statute RSA 125-C and RSA 541-A in terms

of time allowed to the agency to issue state air permits. ARD will work with the Business and Industry
Association (BIA) on the time requested and received. Director Wright added that the bill allows for request of

extra time. Director Wright noted the need for an annual report to legislature for processing air permit

applications, which is due in February 2025.

Other ARD Activities: Wright shared that ARD currently has ten vacancies and is actively trying to fill eight of

those positions, including two permit engineers. Three positions have extended offers, one in permitting, one

in mobile sources, and one in environmental health. Wright added that three more retirements are expected

before the end of the year. Wright noted that House members have until November 22nd to file a Legislative

Service Request (LSR). He added there are currently 331 LSR's listed on the General Court website, in which
NH Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) Is tracking approximately 40 of those. Wright speculated

that those numbers may triple by the end of the week. Wright shared that Assistant Director Michael

Fitzgerald will present updates on tracked LSR's by ARD in January or February at an Air Resources Council

(ARC) meeting. Conversation moved to the 2026-2027 budget for ARD, and submittal of the maintenance

request to Governor Sununu's office. He updated that on November 14th a presentation by ARD was given to

the Governor's budget team, with attendance of Kelly Ayotte as well. Discussion was had on possible budget
cuts. Discussion moved to the legislative process and details of ARD's budget request. Director Wright



discussed presentation by ARD staff at a future ARC meeting on ARD's budget details, such as sources of
revenue, positions funded, and programs supported.

Town House, in person.

Other ARD Activities: Wright announced the NH Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) Awards
Ceremony on Thursday, December 12, 2024, at NHDES in the main lobby. Wright shared air permit fees and
dollar/ton fee rates are being analyzed, due to changes in budget. In the new year, 2025, notifications will go
out on changes. Discussion was had on the process of charging for fees. Chairman Bob Duval suggested a
presentation on fees and funding sources within the Air Resources Division (ARD) to the council. Director
Wright stated an ARD budget 101 presentation will take place at the next council meeting. Discussion was had
on what the presentation would contain in detail. Director Wright shared a rulemaking workgroup will start up
in the spring to look at fee structure. Rudy Cartier discussed the possibility of application fees instead and
discussion moved to how other states run their programs.

Planning & Rules Manager, and Catherine Beahm, SIP Planning Administrator, gave a brief overview of the
proposed readoption to this rule, with amendments. Discussion was had on which generators this rule would
apply to, and calculation on heat input. Discussion moved to the rate of which the price has increased and the
online program which now supports the process. Debate was had on the reasons for the increase. Discussion
moved to how the online program helps streamline the process and the payment system. Beahm assured the

council that outreach will be presented to the public. Discussion moved to the clarity of the rule. A motion to
start the 15-day clock was made by Jay Leduc and seconded by Ryan Bielagus.
