EXPLANATION

The New Hampshire Department of Education (NHED) is requesting a sole source grant
agreement with the New Hampshire Department of Corrections (NHDOC), as they are the
only entity providing career and technical programming to individuals in State institutions,
State correctional facilities, or juvenile justice facilities and eligible to receive funding
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Her Excellency, Governor Kelly A. Ayotte
and the Honorable Council

through The Strengthening Career and Technical Education for the 21st Century Act grant
(Perkins V).

Under Section 112(a)(2)(A) of Perkins V, each State must allow for a grant award of up to but
not more than 2% of the State’s Perkins V allocation “to serve individuals in State
institutions.”

NHED monitors NHDOC’s use of Perkins V program funds and notes continued
improvement of their use of funds at the three correctional facilities in New Hampshire. In
Program Year 2025-2026, there are 714 individuals participating in CTE programs within the
NHDOC. There are 505 at the Men’s Facility in Concord, 170 at the Women’s Facility in
Concord, and 39 at the facility in Berlin. NHDOC CTE programs include Cosmetology,
Automotive Technology, Building Trades, Business, Computer/Technology, Culinary Arts,
Barbering, Manufacturing, Graphic Design, and Introduction to the Workforce. These funds
support programming to ensure that these individuals have training and skills in fields that
are needed in the community.

NHDOC provides these programs to individuals to assist in decreasing recidivism and
ensure the attainment of an industry recognized credential within career and technical
programs of study.
