EXPLANATION

Transfer funds General Reserve Account to Safety Rest Areas Turnpike (21760000)— 100% Turnpike

Funds:

Approval is requested to transfer funds from the Turnpike General Reserve Account to Safety Rest Areas
Turnpike utility class within The Department of Business and Economic Affairs (BEA) appropriations to cover
operating expenses necessary for the management of the State's turnpike rest areas and welcome centers. This
transfer is required to ensure continued compliance with RSA 12-0:18, which assigns BEA responsibility for
staffing, managing, and maintaining all operational rest areas and welcome centers owned by the Department of
Transportation (DOT).

Under RSA 12-0:18, BEA's Bureau of Visitor Services is charged with providing full operational services,
including staffing, training, fiscal management, grounds and building maintenance, and customer service. These
responsibilities include ongoing utility services such as electricity, heat, water, and waste management to keep
facilities open, safe, and functional for the traveling public. Utility costs fluctuate with energy markets, seasonal
use, and tourism volume. Current appropriations in the utility class are not sufficient to meet Fiscal Year 2026
needs. Based on historical spending and transfer authority within the accounting unit, no other class has available
appropriations to transfer into the utilities class within BEA's accounting unit 21760000. Any available funds at
the end of the fiscal year in the utilities class shall lapse back to the Turnpike Fund.

Transferring Turnpike General Reserve Account funds will allow BEA to meet these statutory obligations
without interruption, maintain safe and fully operational facilities, and uphold the State's commitment to
providing a positive visitor experience. This action directly supports the legislative intent expressed in RSA 12-
0:18, IV, which directs the Bureau to prioritize high-quality customer service and efficient operations.

Approval of this transfer will ensure that BEA can continue to provide essential rest area operations, avoid service
disruptions, and fulfill the State's obligations under the statute.

Class 023 FY 2026: Increase Class 023 in Accounting Unit 21760000 by $60,000. This transfer will allow for
payment of FY 2026 utility expenditures for the Turnpike Safety Rest Areas. The FY 26-27 budget did not
include an increase in utility expenses, therefore an increase in funds is necessary.

Your approval of this transfer is respectfully requested.
