REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to the provisions of RSA 9:16-a, Transfers Authorized, the Department of Health and Human
Services, Division for Behavioral Health, is requesting authorization to transfer general funds in the
amount of $415,000 between various class lines, effective upon approval of the Fiscal Committee and the
Governor and Executive Council through June 30, 2026. The transfers and adjustments are summarized
below and detailed in the attached worksheets. 100% General Funds.

EXPLANATION

* The Department of Health and Human Services is requesting authorization to transfer funds between class
lines to address shortfalls with anticipated surpluses within the Department’s authorized budget. Funding
in the Commitment Cost accounting unit represents 100% general funds designated to fulfill the State’s
statutory obligation under RSA 135-C to ensure légal representation for individuals with mental illness
involved in hearings related to an emergency 45-day order to administer medication, an emergency
transfer to the Secure Psychiatric Unit, or to contest the revocation of a conditional discharge. The
Department contracts with attorneys to provide the required representation and engages with psychiatrist
for required psychological assessments. Projected utilization of these services is higher than budgeted,
requiring additional funds in Class 108 (Provider Payments Legal Services) and Class 550 (Assessment
and Counseling). Appropriations are being transferred from the CMH Program Support accounting unit
Class 102 (Contracts for Program Services) to meet these obligations due to re-prioritization of funding
needs.

The attached Appendix B, Narrative & Accounting Detail document provides class line level detail and a
corresponding Account Level descriptions detailing the business needs and rationale for all transfer
actions.
