REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Business and Economic Affairs, Office of Outdoor Recreation Industry
Development (GRID), to exercise a retroactive renewal option with Backyard Concept, LLC (VC #503924),
Conway, NH, for continued implementation of ORID initiatives by increasing the price limitation by $297,097
from $296,988 to $594,085, and extending the completion date from June 30, 2025 to June 30, 2027,
effective upon Governor and Council approval. The original contract was approved by Governor and
Council on August 30, 2024, Item #95.100% Federal Funds.

This request is retroactive due to the transition and appointment of the new Commissioner for the
Department of Business and Economic Affairs, which delayed finalization and submission of the amendment
for Governor and Council consideration. BYC has continued preparatory work to maintain continuity of
services essential to ORID's statewide programs, which necessitates retroactive approval.

The Office of Outdoor Recreation Industry Development (ORID) was established to strengthen New
Hampshire's outdoor recreation economy, expand workforce opportunities, support business development,
and enhance the state's outdoor lifestyle brand. Outdoor recreation remains a major economic driver for New
Hampshire, contributing $3.9 billion to the state's GDP, ranking 8th nationally, and supporting more than
32,000 jobs with $1.7 billion in wages. These impacts highlight the importance of continued investment in
outdoor recreation workforce development, business support, and community engagement.

The original contract with Backyard Concept, LLC (BYC) enabled ORID to launch several foundational
initiatives, including completing the Workforce Toolkit for the Outdoor Lifestyle, advancing statewide industry
engagement, and expanding outreach to employers, partners, and recreation stakeholders.

Key outcomes from the current contract include:
•  Development and launch of the Workforce Toolkit for the Outdoor Lifestyle, now a cornerstone resource

for employers.
Strategic support for the North Country Outdoor Industry Career Expo, introducing outdoor careers to
over 1,000 students.
Activation of the Rock City vendor tour and Rocktails & Streams networking series, advancing industry
visibility and collaboration.

Each of these initiatives has not only raised ORID's profile but has advanced broader state economic
development goals, including workforce readiness, rural business support, and industry diversification.



This amendment renews the contract, adds funding, and adjusts the scope of work to reflect the next phase of
program implementation. Continued partnership with BYC is essential to maintain momentum and meet the
growing demand for outdoor recreation workforce and industry support aligned with the sector's significant
statewide economic contribution.

The scope and ambition of ORID's mission require specialized extemal support. BYG's capacity to deliver
business consulting, event management, stakeholder engagement, and strategic communication under one
contract reduces the administrative burden and ensures an integrated approach. Their knowledge of New
Hampshire's unique geography and community networks makes them an efficient and effective partner for
this work.

Renewing this contract will support the continued rollout of the Workforce Toolkit through digital platforms,
print distribution, and employer outreach. It will also fund the launch of Stonework 2: Outdoor Workforce
Development, a next-phase initiative that includes the creation of an Outdoor Industry Workforce Advisory
Committee, educational partnerships, and cross-sector workforce pilots aligned with BEA's statewide
strategy. Examples of priority workforce needs that could be addressed in this phase include:

•  Advancing outdoor hospitality and recreation workforce needs, including career pathway and training
development for immediate job vacancies

•  Advancing outdoor medicine and first responder workforce needs, supporting roles that serve
recreation destinations

•  Advancing ski industry workforce needs, including low-voltage technician and snowmaker training

•  Advancing marine trades workforce needs, including boat mechanic training

•  Advancing trail construction and maintenance workforce needs, including trail builder training

Renewing the contract with Backyard Concepts, LLC ensures that ORID can continue to build a thriving,
resilient outdoor economy that supports business growth, attracts talent, and reinforces New Hampshire's
identity as a premier place to live, work, and recreate. With strong infrastructure in place and a clear roadmap
for the next phase, this contract renewal represents a strategic investment in the long-term success of both
ORID and tfie state's broader economic vision.

Backyard Concepts is in good standing with the Secretary of State, carries the required insurance, and has
provided documentation confirming its authority to contract with the State.

The Attorney General's office has approved this contract as to form, substance, and execution.

a. Promotion and support of the outdoor industry through statewide events and business engagement
b. Development and rollout of workforce pathways, programs, and tools aligned with outdoor recreation
and tourism industry needs.

c. Strategic outreach and partnerships with employers, educational institutions, and community
organizations.

d. Expansion of ORID workforce and industry development initiatives, including Stonework 2; Outdoor
Workforce Development.

e. Marketing, communications, and promotion of New Hampshire's outdoor lifestyle brand.
f. Support of additional strategic initiatives that further strengthen the outdoor recreation economy.

All payments and obligations under this Amendment are conditional upon the availability and continued
appropriation of federal funds, and the State shall have no liability in the event such funds are reduced or
withdrawn.

4. Effect of Amendment

All terms and conditions of the Contract not modified by this Amendment remain in full force and effect.
