REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services to RETROACTIVELY amend a Drinking Water and
Groundwater Trust Fund grant (PO# 1082094) to the Town of Peterborough (VC# 177459-B003), NH, by
extending the completion date to December 31, 2026, from December 31, 2025, effective as of January
1, 2026 through December 31, 2026, upon Governor and Council approval. No additional funding is
involved in this time extension. The original grant was approved by Governor and Council on December
18, 2020, Item #52 and amended on May 18, 2022, Item #78, and amended on August 23, 2023, Item
5C. 100% Drinking Water and Groundwater Trust Fund.

EXPLANATION

We are requesting retroactive approval of this amendment in order to provide the Town of
Peterborough additional time to complete the agreed upon scope of services for the Cold Stone Springs
well development and water treatment plant construction. The request is retroactive because of
unforeseen change orders and delays associated with the river gauging system. The construction permits
require routine river gauging of the Gridley River, with hourly readings. Due to site constraints, it was
determined manual readings are not feasible and this necessitated an unexpected change in scope for
design and installation of an automated monitoring system. Extension of the completion date to
December 31, 2026 will allow the Town of Peterborough the time necessary to finish installation of the
river gauging station. This is a combination project between the Towns of Jaffrey and Peterborough to
develop new drinking water supply wells, construct a shared water treatment facility, and connect each
Town'’s distribution system to the new source.

To date, $5,220,333 of the original $5,830,500 grant award has been spent. In the event these funds
become unavailable, general funds will not be requested to support this project. This amendment has
been approved by the Attorney General’s Office as to form, substance, and execution.

WHEREAS, pursuant to an Agreement (hereinafter called the Agreement) approved by the
Governor and Council on December 18, 2020, ltem #52, and amended on May 18, 2022, ltem #78, and
amended on August 23, 2023, Item #5C, the Grantee agreed to perform certain services upon the
terms and conditions specified in the Agreement and in consideration of payment by the State of
certain sums as specified therein; and

WHEREAS, The Grantee and the State have agreed to amend the Agreement in certain respects;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, and the covenants and conditions
contained in the Agreement and set forth herein, the parties hereto do hereby agree as follows:

1: Amendment and Modification of Agreement: The Agreement is hereby amended as
follows:

(A) The Completion Date as set forth in sub-paragraph 1.7 of the Agreement shall be
changed to December 31, 2026, from December 31, 2025.

2. Effective Date of Amendment; This Amendment shall take effect upon the date of
approval of this Amendment by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of New
Hampshire.

3. Continuance of Agreement: Except as specifically amended and modified by the terms and

conditions of this Amendment, the Agreement, and the obligations of the parties thereunder,
shall remain in full force and effect in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth
therein.
