REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Safety, NH Office of Highway Safety (OHS) to enter into a grant agreement
with New Hampshire Department of Transportation (NHDOT) in the amount of SI7,020.28 to provide
funding for a New Hampshire Department of Transportation employee to work in an overtime capacity to
provide for entry, retrieval, and analysis of highway safety related data. Effective upon Governor and
Council approval through September 30, 2026. 100% Federal Funds.

Funds are available in the SPY 2026 operating budget and contingent upon availability and continued
appropriations in SPY 2027 with the authority to adjust between fiscal years through the Budget Office, if
needed and justified.

EXPLANATION

In 2024, New Hampshire recorded 120 traffic-related fatal crashes with 133 resulting fatalities. This reflects
a slight increase from 2023, when the State experienced 119 fatal crashes and 127 fatalities. In 2023,
speeding was a contributing factor in 51 fatal crashes. Alcohol and'or drug impairment also remained a
significant concern, with 82 impaimient-related fatal crashes resulting in 88 fatalities, representing 69.3%
of the traffic fatalities that year. Toxicology results indicated that 75 operators involved in fatal crashes
tested positive for drugs. Seatbelt usage continued to be a critical safety issue, as 45 motor vehicle occupants
killed in 2023 were not wearing seatbelts, accounting for 64.3% of the 70 occupant fatalities analyzed.
Additionally, inattention or distraction was identified as the cause of 16.1% of non-fatal crashes in 2023,
totaling 4,846 incidents.

Based on the data above, it is also important to receive non-fatal accurate crash data in a timely manner to
ensure the effective implementation of highway safety planning, projects, and initiatives to help reduce
fatalities and serious injuries resulting from traffic related crashes, for the safety and wellbeing of all who
travel upon New Hampshire's roadways. Data provided to the New Hampshire Office of Highway Safety
(NHOHS) by the NHDOT will greatly support these highway safety projects and initiatives during the
Federal Fiscal Year 2026 cycle. Additionally, this effort will ensure the timely production of required
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reports to support the NHOHS development and submission of the National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration (NHTSA) Annual Grant Application, due no later than August 1 of each year; the NHTSA
Annual Report, due no later than January 28 of each year; and the Triennial Highway Safety Plan. This
grant agreement will further support the timely collection and submission of required crash data necessary
to meet federal reporting requirements.

In the event that Federal Funds are no longer available. General Funds and/or Highway Funds will not be
requested to support this program.

•  Grant agreements shall terminate in the event funds are exhausted and/or not made available by
the federal government for this program. If the grantee makes obligations in anticipation of
receiving funds under this grant, the grantee does so at their peril and the State of New Hampshire
will be under no obligation to make payments for such performance.

SPECIAL PROVISION-NH OFFICE OF HIGHWAY SAFETY

(A) In the event of any conflict or ambiguity between the provisions of the Sub recipient's application and the
provisions of the Office of Highway Safety Grant Agreement, including applicable EXHIBITS A and B, the
provisions of the Grant Agreement shall govern.

(B) The New Hampshire Office of Highway Safety (OHS) will review all reports and certifications received to
ensure compliance. If findings specific to Highway Safety Programs are detected within an agenc/s Single
AudT, appropriate action shall be taken to ensure that identified sub recipient risks are being timely and
appropriately corrected.

CASH MANAGEMENT

Cash draw-downs will be initiated only when actually needed for disbursement (i.e., as close as possible to the
time of making disbursements). Cash disbursements and balances will be reported in a timely manner as required
by NHTSA. 2 CFR Part 200.305.

For subrecipients, recipients must establish reasonable procedures to ensure the receipt of reports on
subrecipients' cash balances and cash disbursements in sufficient time to enable them to prepare complete and
accurate cash transactions reports to the awarding agency, Recipients must monitor cash draw-downs by their
subrecipients to assure that they conform substantially to the same standards of timing and amount as apply to
advances to the recipients. 2 CFR 200.305.

Failure to adhere to these provisions may result in the termination of draw-down privfieges.
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OFFICE OF MANAGEMENT AND BUDGET GRANT CONDITIONS

The following documents issued by the Office of Management and Budget {0MB) apply to all Federal grants
regardless of the Federal Department making them available;

•  Audit Requirement of Federal Funds: (2 CFR § 200.332(a)(5)) 2 CFR part 200, subpart F (formerly known
as OMB Circular A-133}-These requirements apply to each non-profrt organization, each institution of

higher education, and local governments as a whole when they or one of their departments receives
federal funds. Any non-profit organization, institution of higher education, or local government spending
more than $750,000 In federal funds from all sources within a 12-month period must have an audit

performed on the use of the funds. OGR defines the 12-month period as July 1 to June 30. The following

•  Cost Principles for Federal Grants to State and Local Governments

o 2 CFR 200 subpart E - These requirements apply only to state and local government subrecipients.

These regulations l ist and define general categories of costs that are both allowable and

unallowable. Examples include the following:

o The cost of alcoholic beverages is unallowable,

o Costs incurred by advisory councils are allowable,

o Audit costs are allowable.

o Compensation costs are allowable so long as they are consistent with that paid for similar work in
other activities of the local government,

o  Entertainment costs are unallowable.

o  Equipment costs are allowable with the prior approval of the HSO. Equipment having a useful life of
more than one year or a current per-unit fair market value of $5,000 or more must be trac.ked.

o When replacing equipment purchased with federal funds, the equipment to be replaced may be

used as a trade-in or can be sold with the proceeds used to offset the cost of the replacement

equipment. In addition, during the period of the contract with HSO, insurance on the equipment is

allowable.

o Travel costs are allowable if pre-approved by the HSO and so long as they are consistent with those
normally allowed in like circumstances for non-federally funded activities.

•  Cost Principles for Federal Grants to Non-Profit Organizations and Institutions of Higher Education -

These requirements apply to only the non-profit and higher education sub recipients. These document list

and define general categories of costs that are allowable and unallowable. The link below provides the full
