In accordance with the provisions set forth in EXHIBIT B, and in consideration
of the satisfactory performance of the Project, as determined by the State, and as
limited by subparagraph 5.5 of these general provisions, the State shall pay the
Grantee the Grant Amount. The State shall withhold from the amount otherwise
payable to the Grantee under this subparagraph 5.3 those sums required, or
permitted, to be withheld pursuant to N.H. RSA 80:7 through 7-c.

The payment by the State of the Grant amount shall be the only, and the complete
payment to the Grantee for all expenses, of whatever nature, incurred by the
Grantee in the performance hereof, and shall be the only, and the complete,
compensation to the Grantee for the Project. The State shall have no liabilities to
the Grantee other than the Grant Amount.

The waiver is being established to reduce the administrative

burden to recipients and subrecipients, which include small and disadvantaged communities, where the costs of

compliance with the BABAA requirements could significantly distract from the focus on higher value BABAA

compliant items. Without this waiver, awards may be delayed for infrastructure projects as award recipients must

exert considerable effort accounting for the sourcing of miscellaneous, low-cost items and systematically

undermine the opportunities and benefits to such communities requiring FEMA financial assistance, limiting the

Agency's ability to deliver critical resources equitably and efficiently.

These figures

support that a de minimis waiver is appropriate for FEMA programs because it would reduce administrative

burden for smaller projects while still requiring the vast majority of FEMA funding to be subject to the domestic

preference requirements of BABAA. Many of the resources and benefits delivered by these programs support

projects in communities with limited technical and financial expertise to comply with complex, domestic

preference requirements. Furthermore, FEMA will allocate additional personnel to process project-specific

waivers. A de minimis waiver allows the Agency to dedicate critical personnel to the compliance activities of

higher value BABAA compliant items and strengthen the Agency's ability to successfully implement the BABAA

requirements.
