Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Agricutture, Markets, and Food, to enter into a grant
agreement with Noah Courser-Kellerman d/b/a Alprilla Farm CSA (VC# 565251), Warner, NH, for
the Resilient Food Systems Infrastructure Program in the amount of $12,610.00, effective upon
Governor and Council approval through May 1, 2027. 100% Federal Funds.

Further authorize an advance payment in the amount of $12,610.00 to Noah Courser-Kellerman
d/b/a Alprilla Farm CSA, Warner, NH, in accordance with the terms of the agreement, effective
upon Governor and Council approval. 100% Federal Funds.

EXP ATION

The Resilient Food Systems Infrastructure Program is a USDA funded grant program intended to
serve middle-of-the-supply-chain needs to add value and provide more, new, and better markets
for locally or regionally produced food.

The funds are intended to support expanded capacity for the aggregation, processing,
manufacturing, storing, transporting, wholesaling, and distribution of locally and regionally
produced food products.

This project will support Noah Courser-Kellerman d/b/a Alprilla Farm CSA, Warner, NH, to purchase
specialized culinary grain processing equipment. This project was selected by a review panel
comprised of industry relevant experts and subsequently approved by USDA to be aligned with the
eligibility criteria for the Resilient Food Systems Infrastructure Program.

The department has determined that the vendor is in good standing with the Secretary of State’s
Office, has secured the required level of insurance, and has provided evidence of authority to

B.2 Outcomes shall be measured in accordance with the Expected Performance Measures section of
the grantee’s Grant Proposal, increasing capacity in the middle of the supply chain and economic
viability of local/regional producers and processors.

Alprilla Farm farms ten acres rotating vegetables and forages with culinary grains in Warner, New
Hampshire offering our products for sale at the Concord farmers market, our family’s farmstore,
through local distributors, food hubs, and to wholesale customers including restaurants and bakeries.
We have been in business for fourteen years, farming originally in Essex, Massachusetts before moving
to New Hampshire in 2022 where we have since built a farmstead which includes a barn for grain
storage and processing. In 2024, we resumed commercial scale farming, and in 2025 we are set to more
than double our production of vegetables and culinary grains from the year prior.

Alprilla Farm’s grain operation is vertically integrated. We plant, tend, harvest, dry, clean, mill and
package our grain on the farm to produce certified organic, freshiy-miiled whole-grain wheat and rye
flours. We also provide resources and services to other farms through collaborations and informal
equipment sharing arrangements, such as our collaboration with Here and There Grain Project, a
custom combiner offering a food-grade grain finishing service who has used our grain cleaning and
milling facilities over the past four years to aggregate and distribute their value-added grain products.




Our farm has been recognized by numerous food and agricultural journals for its commitment to soil
health care-taking practices, and in the greater central New Hampshire area we are unique in our
production of whole-grain wheat and rye flours. We will continue to add field corn and beans to our
crop rotation as our processing capacity expands.

EEASE DESCRIBE THE SPECIFIC NEED THAT THE REQUESTED EQUIPMENT WILL ADDRESS.

This equipment is necessary for culinary grain and legume production because harvests invariably
introduce impurities such as chaff and weed seeds which need to be cleaned out using an air separation
and screening processes to ensure quality and safety of whole grains and beans and value-added
products like flours and polenta. This critical piece of infrastructure makes it possible for farmers to
retain more of the value chain dollar, enabling on-farm processing, creating a human-consumable
product which sells at a higher price. Alprilla farm currently is using a seed cleaner that dates from the
1950s and is built primarily of wood. Exposed belts pose a safety hazard to workers, It is difficult to
keep clean, and is literally falling apart despite a significant amount of repair work.

Our storage and transport capacity would also witness a significant boost with the addition of three
stackable grain storage boxes. These Buckhorn grain boxes fit our scale and will interface well with our
existing system of transport and storage. Two of them can be hauled in a pick-up truck and can be
utilized during the harvest months to transport grain from field to barn on our farm and on other farms
in our community.

Lastly, it is worth mentioning that there is an increased need for processing, storage, and transport
capacity in our region as other small farms have shown interest in culinary grain production due to the
organic farming community’s focus on cover cropping, an uptick in demand for heritage grains from
home-bakers and gluten-sensitive people, and following supply chain aisruptions during the pandemic
which revealed the need for a geographically distributed, diversified food system. Production of local,
small grains has been slowed by the availability of infrastructure to fit the small- to medium-scale grain
growers in our area which is only just returning after decades of underinvestment. A good acre of
winter wheat yields three thousand pounds which can make two thousand loaves of bread. During the
COVID pandemic, we were able to supply our customers and neighbers with flour when grocery stores
were having trouble keeping their shelves stocked.

By modernizing our grain processing facility and making it a point of aggregation for other small,
family- or farmer-owned enterprises we will bolster resilience in the middle of the grain-chain.
Improvements in quality and capacity will result in additional revenue streams for our business and
others’ and will have the effect of creating jobs with a fair wage in our rural community.

In Merrimack County, our products will reach households and small bakeries during the winter months
when local produce is more limited. Local production of staple crops increases the resiliency of the
local food system at all levels.

This improved seed cleaning equipment will make it possible for our farm and other local and regional




growers to clean their grains and beans beyond our current equipment’s ability, removing debris which
has previously made it prohibitively laborious to offer wheat, rye, and barley berries and dry beans
removing the sorting and visually inspecting steps required for non-milled products prior to packaging.
Production volume of these products is related to the market demand we can create as well as acreage
constraints, but is likely to be in the 500 to 20001b per year per product range.

The impact of this seed cleaner is further multiplied by the collaboration between Alprilla Farm and
Here and There Grain Project, a fee-for-service custom combining and post-harvest technical assistance
provider who works primarily with vegetable farms to integrate culinary grains into their crop
rotations, alleviating a bottleneck for growers seeking access to specialized, small- to medium-scale
equipment. Here and There Grain Project has demonstrated ability to operate processing equipment
and has a growing network of partnering farms. We are encouraged by our experience sharing
equipment via this collaboration and the additional storage space and seed cleaning capacity will allow
us to make our expanded culinary grain processing facility available to other local, beginner grain
growers, making our farm a point of aggregation in our region.

New market-outlets will also be created with this equipment. Here and There Grain Project will use this
improved processing, aggregating, and value-added processing capacity to begin offering fee-for-
service food-grade grain finishing (drying, cleaning, and milling) which will give three vegetable farms
annually the opportunity to grow their own grains and offer berries and flours for sale through their
existing marketing channels such as in their farm CSAs, farmers markets, and farmstands. The overall
impact of this project will be more farms growing culinary grains, distributing through marketing
channels previously used only for fresh produce.

crop conditions, and its all-metal construction allows for easy and quick cleaning. Additionally, its belts and bearings are all standardized




making them available at local auto parts stores, reducing cost and downtime of maintenance and repairs.

Cleaning Screens: Screens for seed cleaners are essential for effective use with variable sized grains and beans. Each set of screens
consists of a scalping screen, which has holes slightly bigger than the grain for removing large debris, and a bottom screen, which has
holes slightly smaller than the grain for removing shrunken grain and weed seeds. From corn, to beans, to wheat and rye, all varieties of
crops require a good “library” of screens to get the most out of a seed cleaner.

Seed Boxes with Covers: Seed storage boxes replace silos at our scale of production. They are stackable, forkable, and fit in pick-up truck
beds making them useful also for transport. These particular storage boxes come with bottom-draining gates which enable their use as
gravity-feeding hoppers for various processing equipment, reducing the need to shovel. Their reinforced plastic construction prevents
critters from accessing their contents.
