EXPLANATION

The National Association of State Directors of Special Education (NASDSE) is a national non-profit
501(c)(3) organization for state leaders of special education that was established to help state education
agencies implement special education and provide services that help the state implement positive
systemic change and results for students with disabilities. NASDSE is the only national membership
organization specifically designed to work directly with state level directors of special education. They
support the state staff in navigating the complexities of federally required data collections under the
Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) Part B and Early Childhood Special Education and
provide a crucial platform for state directors to collaborate, share best practices, and receive guidance on
meeting compliance requirements and improving processes.

Given NASDSE’s unique role and capabilities, it is determined that they are the only resource exclusively
capable of providing the specific expertise and support required for this initiative. Their ability to facilitate
collaboration across states, engage in high-level policy discussions, and support data collection and
reporting efforts uniquely qualifies them to continue providing critical services in this area.

NASDSE accomplishes its mission by establishing and maintaining relationships with those individuals
and groups responsible for the development of policies, educational and other programs serving
individuals with disabilities, and those responsible for implementation at the school, local district, state,
and national levels. NASDSE promotes leadership development through collaborative relationship
building with these stakeholders based on its Leading by Convening initiative and strategies.

1. How long has this organization been in existence and how long has this agency been a
member of this organization?

The National Association of State Directors (NASDSE) of Special Education was formed in
1938; the NHED, Bureau of Special Education Support has been a member for the past forty-
seven (47) years, with the exception of last year.

All 50 states, the District of Columbia, the Department of Defense Education Activity, the
Bureau of Indian Education, and five U.S. territories are members.

Standard fee for all States. The annual membership structure is based on the federal census count
of all children from the ages of 3-21. States fall into one of eight-tiered categories based on their
census count. The primary membership is for the state director of special education or the
equivalent title. Added options for NASDSE dues include two Affinity Groups: Part B Data
Managers and the Early Childhood Special Education Coordinators.

e (ollaborative partnerships with over 15 U.S. Department of Education, the Office of Special
Education Programs (OSEP) funded technical assistance centers.

e Assistance with writing and implementation of OSEP funded State Professional Develop
Grants.

e Support additional state special education staff for the collection/reporting of special
education data and early childhood special education.

e Members only website with document sharing for policies, practices and procedures.
